Htatemeut to the Public 
The loyal friends of the Oregon Htate 

Normal Hchool at Mon month, have 
come to the rescue of the Institution, 
and have met the conditions Imposed 
by the new board of regeuta. Merer». 
Keeelerand Perkins appeared before the 
executive committee InHalem laet week 
and tendered a check for $3,001 an a do­
nation to oouduot the school during 
the ensuing year. This laone half of 
the required amount and the tmard liae 
allowed until the 1st of February for 
the deposit of the balance. Other reve­
nues, from tuition and local vaxatiou. 
Including 7 mills special tax. will add 
ttetweeu $8,000 and $9,000. 'I be budget 
for the year ba« been reduced from 
$19,000 to $14,000 by cutting down tlie 
ealariee of the Instructors, with their 
full cousent, an act which shows tlielr 
loyalty, and devotion to the Good Old 
Hchool. . . .  4 .

It will t»e remembered that the old 
txwrd of regent«, at Its annual meeting 
In June, re-elected the faculty, let con­
tracts for fuel, etc., and otherwise oro 
vlded for the continuance of tha Mon 
mouth Normal. At Its meeting July 
18th, the new ixiard accepted the action 
of the old board, and assumed full OOO- 
trol. At a later meeting, August 29th, 
it rescinded Its former action on the 
ground ttiat the law prohibited the ax 
sumption of any obligations in exceim 
of the probable revenues. Since the 
appropriation, vetoed by the governor, 
could uot become available until jmsHed 
upon by the next legislature, the board 
decided that no aooount oould be taken
°  T b »  oaused the board to vote not to 
continue the school until a sufficient 
sum was deposited as an atisolute dona­
tion, which, together with the other 
fixed revenues, would place enough 
fuuds at its disposal to guarantee the 
exi)eu»cs of the institution for the en­
tire year. Now that this has been done 
and the donation aooepted by the com­
mittee, Monmouth is officially author­
ized to rontlnue* and will therefore 
open its doors Kept. 14tli, for its 2tiili 
year. The business like msthods of I lie 
new board, tbs personnel «»fits meintier- 
ship and the Increased demand ill the 
stale for Normal trained teachers, all 
oomtdne to make the pros»*ci" brbrht 
for the liesl year iu Its history. Its 
friend« are rallying about it us nevi I 
befnrs.

Mouni'iiith hasxent out over 860 grad­
uates »luring the pM«t 25 yearn, and 
thousands of other-» have received a 
partial preparation for the work »»I 
teaching. Tin of the 33 county super­
intendents, and scores of principals in 
the town» and village*, claim her «a 
their alma mater, while hundred* ot 
other« are grade teachers in the town 
and'eountry schools.
