 BAR had formed off Warble’s 

wharf, so that a whaler could 
k not He at It or anywhere near 

it. But thia wns not a matter 
of any special consequence, for more 
than thirty years hud passed since a 
whaler and that wharf had had any­
thing to do with each other.
