Along its DesChutes Surveys.

The Kansas-Nebraska Belt farm 
er is getting a dollar a bushel for 
his wheat today with “ visions of 
two dollars” no longer wild. The 
anxiety of expoiters to buy on 
every break shows that they must 
have the wheat regardless of price. 
The American crop this vear, a lit 
tie over $00,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  Im G ieL , is KM 
to lie barely enough for home con­
sumption, hut lor two months of 
the present crop year American 
wheat has been going to Europe at 
the rate of 5,000,000 bushels 
week.

Another Harriman splurg passed 
up the line Saturday equipped with 
automobile* for crossing the country 
from Madras to Klamath falls, with 
engineers and surveyors, carrying 
field Instruments and camping out 
fits, preparatory to spying out the 
strategic points and holding them 
against The Oregon Trunk Line,the 
independent railroad announcing its 
intention to build up DesChutes 
river from its mouth to Madras and 
on to the Klamath country,the only 
railroad that appears to offer a hope 
of entering the Harriman preserve«, 
as Central Oregon has come to lie 
known.

The Laidlaw Chronicle of the 18th 
came to ns in readable shape this 
week, from which we learn the ML 
Hood Ry. Co. has Imh-oiu« owner of 
the Laidlaw townsite. The Mount 
Hood people have been investigat­
ing power and town site« on Dee 
Chutes river, and Laidlaw was not 
overlooked. The falla below town 
will furnish unlimited power, anti 
Laidlaw may become the metropolis 
of a populous region, someday. 
Judge Ellis was present in the city 
last week and addressed the club, 
among other good things saying: 
“ Yon ¡>eoplc are in a beautiful lo 
cation. You have a soil as rich as 
may be found in the 1 Tilted States, 
and a river that is incomparable. 
All yon need is the conservation 
and judicious use of the waters, and 
transportation facilities,to give you 
one of >1»** very l>est regions of the 
great state of Oregou. Transjmrta 
tion will reach you in a short time 
I t  moat oorne !”  Mr. Ellis further 
aaid that he believed such laws 
ahonld 1» enacted by congiess as 
would effectually prevent the Isitt 
ling up of a  region like that by any

“ llad  not President Roosevelt’s 
attacks on the ra lroad  interests of 
the country been so persistent, cre­
ating sue», wide spiead tim idity 
among investors, our road up Drs 
Chutes river, from its mouth to in 
terior Oregon would now. be, well 
under way,” was the recent some 
what remarkable statement of Presi­
dent Gregory of the Oregon Trunk 
Line. ' “ In the present condition of 
the bond market, 1 consider it im- 
possible to constiuet any railroads 
in this state that a ryno t aided by 
Oregon capital. As for our road 
active construction shortly after the 
first of the year is probably the Inset 
that,oan be expected.” Mr Gregory 
of Seattle, and W F Nelson, vice 
president and general manager of 
the Oregon Trunk, both of Seattle, 
were in Portland in consultation
with their engineers, who had just 
returned from  making the final lo­
cations for the new road from the 
junction of the Columbia and Des 
Chutes rivers up the latter to the 
mouth of White river, a distance of 
45 miles. The maps of the surveys 
have been carefully verified by com­
parison with corners established by 
government surveys, and now no 
further hindrance lo the work is ex 
pected from Federal authorities.

The Oregon T rank  Line is pro­
jected across Oregon to Lakeview, 
as an entirely independent system, 
having no alliances with any other 
railroad interest. It is the opinion 
of President Gregory tha t Des 
Chutes valley offers the only feasi­
ble entrance to Central Oregon. 
Not only th a t ,  hut he lielieves the 
route his road will follow will he 
the main highway of commerce he- 
California and the Columbia river. 
By following DevChutee river the 
only water ¡¿rune gate v.’wy 1 » tie* 
in te iio r  is opened. Survey» just 
completed show a maximum grade 
of 1 l»er cent, for 45 miles to the 
naou'h of White river, and an aver­
age grade of 3 percent.-

Raitrond men usually pronounce 
the present grade over the Siskiyou

a school boy railroad, built not be­
cause it is the natural route for 
commerce to follow, which is the 
line of least resistance, but because 
the people of Northern California 
offered the pioneer Oregon and C al­
ifornia railroad a big bonus to build 
th a t route. Three locomotives tug 
and haul a t an average freight tram  
to get it over the mountain. H arri­
man is building a railroad around 
to eliminate these tremendous grades 
for the freight tonnage between the 
two states. By the Gould road 
from Nevada into Lakeview, and 
the Oregon Trunk Line to the Co­
lumbia river, the natural outlet to 
the east and the west, it is believed 
a splendid level roadbed has been 
found, capable of hauling the max­
imum of tonnage, with the m ini­
mum tractive effort.

DesChutes canyon is a rem ark­
able aid to railway building in this 
state. It is practically an open tu n ­
nel, 100 miles long, cliff» towering 
1,000 feet high on either side. But 
along the ffEtei« edge, which never 
varies in depth more than 13 inch­
es, but haB a volume equal to tha t 
of the Willamette, an easy pathway 
for the raijroad train is found, one 
of the most wonderful avenues for 
traffic ever discovered.

Main wagon roads entering Des 
Chutes canyon follow big gorges I 
down to the river, and thelm pres- • 
sion becomes genera) th a t the rocky 
beach is no place for a railroad, hut 
the Oregon Trunk Railway survey 
has proven this to he a fallacy. Mr 
Gregory walked from the mouth of 
DesChutes river to Sherar’s bridge, 
a distance of over 40 miles, and he 
says construction will he rem arka­
bly easy. For a distance of 30 miles 
grading for the laying of track will 
cost not more than $2,500 a mile.

The route up DesChutes river will 
have great advantages over a rail 
road th a t crosses the Cascade moun­
tains to the Inland Empire. A line 
crossing the mountains will have 
to rise 4500 feet, then drop to 2000 
o r  even 1000 'feet, depending upon 
the point in the valley the road
reaches. A railroad entering Cen­
tral Oregon on minimum grades 
will be of twice the service to the 
territory .that a road would be cross­
ing the mountains. The O R & N 
has partly  surveyed a line up Des 
Chutes river through practically the 
Ba me territory,but the OregonTrunk 
Line seems to have secured a clear 
field, and is now in a fair way to 
carry out its project. The Oregon 
T runk promises to be one of the 
liveliest railroad projects in Oregon 
during the coming year.
