There 1« no doubt that Charles Dick­

ens when In Bath pn a reporting ex­
ploit picked up the name of Snodgrass, 
ns he did so much else immediately 
afterward Introduced Into the pages of 
"rickwlck,” writes a correspondent of 
the London Chronicle. Alexander 
Snodgrass wus mine host of the Ilaven 
In Quiet street from 1820 (If not earlier) 
until about the yeur 1832, when he 
moved to the Caledonian tavern in 
Trim street There he lived, and there 
he died. In May, 1853, at the age of 
Afty-nlne and was laid to his rest In 
that fumous little burial ground on 
the heights of Lansdown, of which the 
tomb of Beckford, the eccentric author 
of "Vatbek,” Is the central monument.
