Wych Hazel, Not Witech Hazel.
The correct name for Hamamells vir-
glulea 18 not witch hazel, but wych
hazel. Our plant has no connection
with the magic of the water hunter.
The blackthorn of England, Prunus
spinMa, was the wood used In these
divinations, or whatever these super-
stitlous practices may be termed. Ha-
gal had a very wide meaning In the
olden times, and the elm as well as
the nut now known as such was haszel.
One of these elms, now known as Ul
mus montana, was the favorite wood
for making wyches, or provision
chests, and was therefore known as
the wych hazel. In the present day It
is the wych elm. Our hamamells re-
celved from the early settlers the name
of wyeh” hazel from the resemblance
of the leaves to those of the wych ha
mel or.elm of the old world. Language
reformers imagining that wych should
be spelled witch are responsible for the
confusion. Wych hazel 1s the correct
term for our plant.
