erection of a tow’ll  lockup. It w as gen­
erally conceded  that P ottersv ille  had  
reached that stage  In a tow n's progress 
w here a Jail Is dem anded for the pres­
ervation  o f peace and order. ~ A n out­
sider m ight have objected that there  
had beeu no arrest m ads In the  little  
village excep tin g  of boys on truancy  
charges s in ce  the conven ing o f the last 
tow n m eeting, hut th is w ould have  
been regarded ns a M achiavellian at­
tem pt at Inqtedlng the w h eels o f  
progress. So the new  structure had  
risen trium phantly, w ith  not so m uch  
as it hint o f graft, under the super­
vision of the selectm en, and, although  
the suggestion  o f Im lldlng had com e  
from the m onth o f  Judge W eaver, none 
sang the praise o f  conception and exe­
cution more loudly than the village  
blacksm ith.

It waa at the fall elections, as w e  
have said, that the feud started be­
tw een John Grant and Judge W eaver.

bar over w hich tbe liquors o f tb s  
Como Inn w ere served.

John Grant refused to do the work 
the teamster«; desired of him, but gen 
erously offered to tight them , either  
one nt a tl'no or ull together. H is  
tender v, u* courteously refused.

This time, how ever. John Grant w as  
not to en jey  his ¡Mrilng from  the path  
of sobriety w ithout paying the penalty  
therefor ns provided and laid dow n la 
the statute* of the sta ts. Judge W eave 
er fom *d the unw illing countable*, a ft­
er considersb le gondlng, to action. T be  
blacksm ith. snoring In slum ber, wad 
dragged out of the woods and cast Into 
the new  lockup. On the fo llow in g  
m orning be had sotiered up aufiV leotly  
to  ap|*esr l»efore the court, which la 
Potters« llle itieant Judge W eaver.

T w o of the constables sw ore to h av­
ing seen John Grant very drunk and 
disorderly at (he Come Inn. There 
w as no defense. The blacksm ith even  
pleaded gu ilty  w ith a certain am ount 
of elation. A pparently'the one uncom- 
f  Orta Ms feature o f the affair to him  
w as the long and m aliciously worded 
harangue w hich, teh lnd  tbe dignity of 
the law . Judge W eaver delivered to  
the prisoner, closing by sentencing him  
to  s ix ty  d a y s in  1’utteravlUe Jail knd 
fining him $<170 costs.

T h e re  w as a  beatific

high ly  colored face o f the prisoner as 
he w as led off to  the lockup, closely  
guarded by quite unnecessary counts 
bh«s* after offering to work out the 
fine by shoeing the yoke o f oxen kept 
to  aid the paupers In their work on the  
tow n farm . T he proffer , had been re­
fused  with a great sh ow  o f dignity.

It w ould have required no great e f ­
fort for the burly prisoner to tear dow n  
the bars w hich covered the w indow s  
o f the Jail and w hich w ere rather m ore 
for decoration than  for anyth in g  else , 
but other thoughts w ere la  h is mind. 
H e w as, for the first tim e In hla life , a 
prisoner. I t  w as the d uty  of the tow n  
to  w hich he had paid poll and property  
taxes for m ote years than  he could  
really rem em ber to provide him  w ith  
bed aud bourd. The experience w as  
not only novel, but a lso  d istin ctly  
pleasing, v estin g  him  w ith  a sen se  o f  
new  Importance.

It w as easier than w orking, th is Jail 
life , and a fter  the first w eek la the  
w ell warm ed lockup he began to  look  
forw ard w ith  regret to  the tim e w hen  
he m ust leave i t  w

W ith the p assin g  o f the first fort­
night o f the six ty  d a y s’ confinem ent 
th is s ta te  o f affairs, how ever, liegan to  
pall on him. H e found that a vacation  
m ay be o f too long duration. H e be­
gau to pine for work. Furtherm ore, 
his pride w as seriou sly  uffected. Ou 
tw o or three occasions Jailer GlbsOn on 
leav in g  the lockup a fter  bringing in 
the b lacksm ith’s  supper had forgotten  
to  lock the door a fter  him. The pris­
oner rem onstrated In forcib le language  
at th is Inattention to  duty.

"I'm goln’ to be locked up n ights  
hereafter, J ld i G ibson,” he said, knit­
ting  the red sk in  o f h is forehead Into 
a m ass o f frow n ing  w rinkles, "an' I 
w ant you to uuderstan’ 1L Think of 
m e sta y in ’ in Jail w ithou t bein’ locked  
up! Ain’t I got a right to  be locked  
up?”

“I’ll put a spring lock on th e  door 
tom orrow , John, an ’ then  If I go  aw«ay 
an ’ forget to lock the door you can  
close It an ’ lock It any tim e you w unt.”

"W ell, Jim , all I ask 's to  be locked  
up like I ought to lie,” answ ered  the  
m ollified prisoner. “T h a t’s  all I ask .’’

'"Yes, an’ I ’ll do more than that,” 
continued  the constable. “I ’l l ' have  
that lock bo’s  you can open It from  the  
Inside w ith  a nail. Nobody but ua 
need know , an’ you  can  step  outside  
any tim e you w ant to. I’m doin ’ th is ,” 
he w en t on hastily , “ ’cau se I don’t  
w an t you to get sick  w h ile  you ’re In 
m y charge. P risoners get all the e x ­
ercise  they w an t In e v ’ry w ell regu­
lated  Jail, an ’ 1 a in ’t g o ln ’ to  have no  
one sa y  the P ottersv ille  ja il’s  b eh ia’ 
the tim es.”

“No, nor I nuther!” agreed the black­
sm ith  heartily. "H nve aome tobacco, 
J l m r

Jailer G ibson took a pipeful o f  th e  
con ten ts o f the blue and tin se l pack­
age exten d ed  to hltn, and, rolling It la  
the palm -of h is hand, sa t d ow u  to  h ave  
a furth er ch at w ith  the prlsouor.

"See here, John ,” he began, "the 
boys aroun’ P ottersv ille  are g ettln ’ 
m ighty bard up f ’r n horseshoer. T hey  
don’t w an t to go out o f tow n  f r  one 
thing. ’S ides, they couldn’t get nobody  
nearer nor Spencer, a n ’ th a t’s  m ost 
forty  m ile a w ay . W e’ve lieen s  talkin' 
It over a t the grocery store, an ’ w e d e­
cided  to ask  you If yon w ouldn’t  like  
to  do a little  work here. W e could fix 
up a p lace w here you could  do shoelu ’ 
real slick .”

"I don’t k n ow ’s  I’d object to  It, J im ,” 
deliberated  tbe b lacksm ith , "provldln* 
the boys d idn’t th ink  ’{w as lettln ’ m e 
d ow n  on my s ix ty  d a y s .”

"NO 00® w ould  think that, John,” In­
terpolated the constable. ”W hy,'twoul<j 
be Just a favor to you , If you’d do IL 
It’s  m ighty  sllpp'ry on the roads, an* 
It’s  hard on th e  horses’ f e e t  T here’s  
moro’n fifty  on 'em  need sharpenin'. 
"Twould be Just a stroke o f com m on  
hum anity on your part, John, If you'd  
do i t ” ——

"W ell, you go-ahead an ’ fix the  th in gs  
np,” agreed the prisoner, “an* I reckon  
t w i l l  be all right”---------- -------

T be n ext d ay a portable forge w as  
obtained, and a hugs pair of bellow s  
se t  up. T he sm ith  donned hla apron  
and did a rattlin g  business. On tbo  
day fo llo w in g  he shod Judge W eaver's  
trottin g  horse K ollock, 2:18, w ho had  
earned hla record a t the county fair  
th e  previous year. T he b lacksm ith a l­
so shod the yoke o f oxen  from  the  
tow n  farm. For a w eek he w as forced  
to  turn aw ay trade dally and even  be­
gan to talk o f  h iring au a ss is ta n t

People w ho lived  m idw ay betw een  
P ottersv ille  and Spencer who had been  
In the habit of going to Spencer now  
cam e to see the strange spectacle o f  a 
Jail prisouer doing horseshoeing. John  
G rant had more business than ever  
before. H e offered. If the tow n  author­
itie s  would arrest and send to Jail 
som e tramp w ho knew  som eth ing  
about the work, to hire him as a ss is t ­
ant and even  to pay tbe tow n for hla 
keep. The constables, though enjoined  
to  be ou the alert, fa iled  to find such  
a personage.

In the m eantim e W illis W ei 
cam e hom e from  the u n iversity  
fortn ight’s vacation. I l ls  a tten d  
N ellie W eaver onco m ore becam e a  
Source o f annoyance to tbe Judge. 
Bym puthy In P ottersv ille , ns It Is apt 
to l>e In any tow n, w as w ith  the young  
people. In som e w ay It got rumored

fourth shoe w ith  hla custom ary  quick 
ueaa. T he Judge cem m uuded him  to  
hurry. luatuad of d o lu g  so  he laid  
tho shoe dow n aud sa id  that, as he 
waa a prisoner, w orking on ly  to oblige 
folks, he'd lie hauged If h e ’d d o  afaoth 
er tap o f  work for  a  m an ao low dtnru 
as to sw ea r  at h im . T he Judge plead  
ed-nnd ap ologised  In vain. It waa pal 
w hen the you n g  coup le returned .and 
rendered Judge W eaver “m r ^ ls s i i  
w ith  m ge by the announcem ent of 
their m arriage that John G rant w ould  
conuent to put on the other shoe.

The very n ext day cam q an  April 
thaw . T be travelin g  w as so bed th a t  
the prisoner's on ly v isitor  w a s  Jailer  
Gibson, w ho brought him h ls nasal« 
In the n ight w hen the blackam lth re­
tired the rain w us pouring ou ts id e  In a 
m onotonous drtxxie. T he 1’otterBTUl« 
jail w as situ ated  on tbe  bank o f  a 
sm all but deep river, and tbe waters o f  
th is stream  w ere yellow ed  and sw ollen  
by the  fr e sh e t

In tho early hours o f  th e  m orning  
there w as n alkie and a fa ll s a g  g 
splash. O ver into tbe  river w e n t  a 
section  o f  bauking, tb s  P ottersv ille  
Jail and the prisoner therein . The 
structure did not float far, but' ground­
ed on the sh elv in g  shore oppoalte the  
blacksm ith shop w here John G rant 
had practiced hls trade prior to h ls  
latest departure from  the narrow  path  
of sobriety.
