Swede With Bale Hook Fights 

and Wounds Rescuer.

RESULT OF TOO MUCH RUM.

Submarine Scrap Stir* 8urface of New
York Bay—Peacemaker Finds Com« 
batanta In Deadly Embraoe on Bot­
tom of Aqueous Arena.

Armed with a bale book and ten feet 
under water Alexander Anderaon, a 
powerful lougshoremau, put up tr fight 
against saving his life which makes 
Victor Hugo's famous submarine duel 
in the “Tollers of the Sea” lose a lot 
of Ita glare as a thriller.
