The Siow Flower.
A traveler in Siberia tells us about a
wonderful plant found in the northern
part of that country, where the ground

of frost and smow. It is called the
snow flower, and the description of its
birth and its short lifg reads like a
fairy tale. He says it shoots out of the
frosen soll on the first day of the year
and attains a helght of three feet. On
the third day it blooms, remalning
open for only twenty-four hours. Then
the stem, the leaves and the flower are
converted Into snow—In other words,
the plant goes back Into its original el-
ements.
