Wisconsin National Banker 
Thinks He Has Solved It.

A GOVERNMENTAL SYSTEM.

C. F. L a tim e r Believe« H is  P lan  W o u ld
Place Our Currency Beyond Realm of
Politics and Reach of Men Who
M ig h t Use I t  F o r P r iv a te  Ends.

C. F. Latimer, vice president of the 
Northern Nutloual bank of Ashland, 
Wis., has formulated a scheme deal­
ing with the currency problem. He 
calls It a government currency, safe, 
flexible and uniform. In opening his 
article on the subject Mr. Latimer re­
fers to the vnrlous plans which he 
says have fulled to meet the approval 
of the people and to the central bank 
of Issue, which h« believes would 
meet with strong opposition, ns It 
would In all probability lie managed 
by the other banks and savor of mo­
nopoly. He then discusses the pres­
ent currency, deploring its lack of 
flexibility and uniformity. Iu refer­
ence to the nutloual bank note he suys:

“It Is wrong In principle and would 
not float except for the guarantee of 
Uncle Sam, and he, out of the kindness 
of his heart, pays the bank 2 per cent 
Interest upon bonds deposited for the 
privilege of going good for tbe bank's 
uotes. Practically all thut a national 
bunk now does in the way of Issuing 
these notes Is for the president and 
cashier to sign them, and this Is more 
often done with a stamp than other­
wise.

“At this time we are witness to the 
fuct that our government Is Issuing 
many millions of bonds to be used In 
aiding the national bunks to Becure 
circulation and not for the legitimate 
needs of the government, ns the gov­
ernment now has on deposit with the 
national banks over $200,000,000, mon­
ey which has been deposited from 
time to time to fnclll|ate the business 
of our country." 7 . •- - v

As to other paper money In circula­
tion, Mr. Latluier believes the cur­
rency Issued directly* by the-govern­
ment to be the best protected and the 
most useful of all our paper money.
Continuing, he says:

by a good coin reserves or guaranteed 
directly or Indirectly by a government 
meets with little or no favor. In  our 
own country we have a currency to 
the amount of $350,000,000 Issued di­
rectly by the government. Until thero 
Was a disposition on tho part of the 
government to redeem this paper mon­
ey on demand In Coin It was badly de­
preciated. Later ou, when theto Was 
a doubt in the minds of the peoplpas 
to whether the holder of the currency 
was to get gold or silver when the pa­
per wns presented, came the ‘endless 
chain,' which nearly exhausted the 
gold in the United States treasury 
and would probably have done so if 
the president had not issued bonds to 
protect the reserve. As soon as this 
wax. done and It became known that 
the currency would be redeemed In as 
good coin ss used by any nation on 
earth the troutdC vensed, and no one 
has since doubted tho value of our 
legnl tender notes.

"Such being the case, why not en­
large qpon the proposition and by so 
doing simplify our paper money and 
place it beyond tbe realm of politics?

"Have a board of commissioners or 
governors, appointed by the president 
and confirmed by the senate, of not 
less than nine or more than flfteeu 
men who by experience In a financial 
way are qualified to fill a trust of 
great responsibility, men who will In 
no way be identified with the different 
banking Interests of the country aud 
will therefore l>e entirely Independent 
In their actions, to hold their positions 
for life and to tie paid snlafles such as 
the responsibility and dignity of such 
positions are worth, placing them, as 
are our Judges of the supreme court, 
above reproach; make the secretary of 
the treasury an ex officio member of 
this body; place In charge of this body 
of governors or commissioners our en­
tire treasury system, giving them pow­
er to Issue government notes, backed 
by a coin reserve of not less than 40 
per cent; refund the legal tenders and 
treasury notes Into a new form of gov­
ernment note; refund the nntlonnl bank 
notes Into government notes of like 
character; take the gold and silver cer­
tificates and do likewise. To do all of 
this and procure the necessary coin for 
reserve It muy be necessary to Issue 
United States bonds to quite nn ex­
tent, iiosslbly $400.000,000, but ns soma 
$000,000,000 will be surrendered by tl^p 
banks the bond Issue will ba reduced 
about $200,000,000. Tlie ultimate sav­
ing to the goveruftient will tie a large 
sum of money. The coin purchase« 
will lie nuturully from the banks, ns 
they will have no further use for coin 
except for export, and It can then lie 
procured on demand by the presenta­
tion of government notes or by the 
presentation of securities, tho klud of 
which we will mention Inter.

"One might Inquire. ‘What Is meant 
by the word "coin7” ’« It may lie snld 
that coin should be construed to mean 
gold only, that gold Is the only true 
measure of value and that everything 
Should be measured by the gold stand­
ard. We would not depart from that 
standard; uelther would we wholly Ig­
nore silver.

“Consolidating the gold and silver 
coined and In use In four of the most 
progressive natlone of tbe world—via, 
the United States. Germany, Franca 
and the United K lngdom -we find that 
sliver Is used to the extent of 24\4 per 
cant of the whole. To do sway with 
♦Ms metal ss a part of our circulation 
ar aa*« part aT anr reserve would ba »

move In the wrong direction and tend 
to disarrange values to n great «xtont. 
Therefore as substantially 23 per cent 
of the coin held by four of tbe leading 
nations of the world Is sliver, wo con­
tend that our reserve should be held 75 
per ceut In gold and 25 |icr cent In sli­
ver. That coin Is both gold and Hllver.

“Thus far we have procured theo­
retically a uniform currency, protected 
by a coin reserve, Ilbw ubout its flexi­
bility? How nro wo to Issue new Cur­
rency or withdraw tho ohl ns required?

“The stock of money In All» United 
States Is something over $3,000,000,000. 
Of this sum $2.250,000.000 Is In coin or 
coin certificates, aud of the coin $1,- 
500,000.000 is In gold and Rome $700,- 
000.000 Ik in silver, $350,000,000 Is In 
legal tender notes and over $300,000,- 
000 fa in national bank notes. All of 
tho above should be converted Intel a 
new form of government note, except­
ing the 40 per cent reserve to be held  
in the treasury, being practically the 
percentage of reserve uow held by the 
banks and the treasury. This could 1» 
done wltlrout the least possible fric­
tion or disturbance and without the 
expansion or contraction of a single 
dollar. -

“To Increase the uinount the govern­
ment could authorize the banks or 
others to deposit securities ngutnSft 
"which notes could be Issued. Itallroad 
bonds and bowls of other corporations 
Which are subject to great deprecia­
tion'dud appreciation should not Be 
used as such security, but the (Mass of 
bunds so deposited should Is* of a pub­
lic character, such as municipal, coun­
ty and state, all to be carefully select­
ed with a good margin of security, 
subject Fe-a graduated tax ns the cir­
cumstances warrant, forcing their 
withdrawal wheu uo longer heeded. 
Public securities could be lodged In 
advance with the governors or com­
missioners that they could l»e availa­
ble on security for circulation at al 
most a moment's notice.

"To avoid nn accumulation of fuuds 
in the treasury In excess of the amount 
required for the reserve nnd a working 
balance, deposit any surplus In nation­
al banks uuder the directions of the 
governors or commissioners, taking ns 
security the same class of bonds as 
would lie acceptable for an emergency 
circulation. The governors or cotuiuls- 
sloucrs sh'Ui.ld llx a rate of Interest to 
b e  paid upon such deposits' so t'aat 
whenever there Is a redundance of 
money the bank. In order to stop the 
payment of Interest, could turn the de­
posits Into tho treasury, where they 
could be held until again needed. Its 
action would be entirely automatic.

“The process outlined above would 
enhance the value of nil classes of 
bonds Issued by the people, lower tho 
rate of interest on- the same and 
would be a healthful stimulus to tbe 
development of ull public works.
_i'Our a Liu lias been to formulate a_
plan whereby the currency of our coun­
try can be placed beyond tho realm of 
politics, out of the reach of men who 
might manipulate It for private ends, 
to-give n uniform nnd flexible clrcu-

The-smallest slxo should 
lx? used. The loops must be silk, as 
they arc less apt to show than those 
of metal.

This done, the ornaments are taken 
and their pins removed. This can be 
done without breaking if they are 
gently nnd constantly worked far back 
nnd down. Tho pin should com« out, 
leaving the little Joint in whiclfc it was 
hinged nnd through which a small 
needle will pass. The hook Into which 
the pin went should be flattened.

These nre then sewed on carefully 
nt regular Intervals, ono coming direct­
ly In front nnd back and under each 
ear or at either side of the front and 
tin? hack. In either ease tbe distance 
between must be the same.
