It will be
strictly nonpartisan and without H|-|
ftorial comment. It cannot help but
ald the press of the counjry, not only
in furnishing a ready index, but also
in creating a taste and demand for |
reading matter and for additional In-
fgrmation hipon important subjects.

“It 1» Intended that the lssues golng
to Industrial sections shall be some
what different frowm the editions going
to agricultural sections and that the
elitions for the cotton states shall be
somewhat different from those golng
to the grain states, so that each sec-
tion of the country may get most In
formation upon the subject in which 1t
18 chiefly concerned.

“The control of the journal Is to be
vested In a joint committee Independ-
ent of any influence. It Is intended

that during the sesslons of congress |

the journal shall be double the sige of
the issues between sessions. The for
mer will have sixteen pages, the¢ lat
ter elght Although all detalls are
Jeft to the joint committee, It Is ex
pected that the journal will be lssued
weekly, but It may be semweekly or
even appear at shorter intervals If
found necessary

“The present estlmates contemplate
allowing each congressman and sen
ator to furnisl} the names of 15000
reciplents of the journal. There wlll
be additional coples, and all told about
1,500,000 familles will receive the jour
nal free. The postofice department
will handle the coples In Dblocks,
through the carriers, thus saving the
expense of addressing, the postmasters
and rural earrlers keeping lists of the
reciplents.”
