Alexander T. Stewartk

For furty years the

merchant king.

T BETEWART was not a mer-

chant prince. He was the mer-

chant king For forty years

be reigned with undisputed
title. He was the greatest and most
tamous merchant of his time in the en
tire world. He bullt up the first really
great retall store and wholesale estab
lUshment in America. Iis retall house
wns the largest in the world at the
time. His name was powerful abroad,
and throughout the United Stafes it
was a household word, spoken with
awe and wonder. Old men of today re
call the name of A, T. Stewart as an
tnspiration to business ambition in
their youth. Men in early middle life
remember that the ssme name was
more familiar to them than that of any
other business man when they were
small boys.

Mr. Stewart died thirty-one years
ago, leaving no children. IHis widow
died ten years later. The magnificent
marble mansion in which he lived on
Fifth avenue, New York, has been
razed and replaced by a commerclal
structure. Eleven years ago hls suc-
cessors In the great store on Broad
way assigned, and the Stewart store
bullding I8 now a Wanamaker estal
lishment. Even the body of Stewart
was stolen from its vault in New York,
and there is still a dispute as to wheth-
or it ever was recovered. The Btew-
art name and business and fortune all
have disappeared, but his fame lives.

A. T. Btewart was a Scotech Irish-
man, born in Ireland and educated at
Dublin university. He was a classical
schola¥, devoted to books In hls early
lIife and with no ldea of entering trade,
When he came to Ameriea, at the age
of twenty, In 1823, he became a teacher
iIn New York. Two years later he re
turned to Ireland to clalm a legacy of
about $5,000, and upon the advice of
a friend In New York bhe bought In
Dublin a stock of laces and other
goods, which he brought back to Amer-
lca with him. He opened a small shop,
advertised his wares and sold the
goods at an enormous profit. This suc
cess revolutionized Stewart. He de
voted his life to trade.

t the outset Stewart made up his

mind as to his course in business. He
‘11 termined to be ;»-truﬂ\ hounest, nev-
er to misrepresent Irts goods, always
to watch every nook and corner of his
busloess and to add more customers
by pleasing those he got. It was his
boast in old age that in all his career
he never permitted a wiliful misrepre-
sentation to be made In his store,
