AN OPEN COLUNBIA RIVER. |

Extract from Mr. Bowermau's
Mitchell address: During my lejm
of office, which is now just elys.ng,
I have worked diligently bLoih in
the legislature and out of it, for an
open Columbia river. | wasa mewm-
ber of the Open River Association
which raised money to complete the
portage road. Alter the slale af-

operation of the road, and bas d ou
the report of this commitiee, with
other members from Eastern Oregon

Under
the present arrangement there are
no competing boat lines connecting
with the portage at the lower end,
but when the road is completed to
The Dalles three competing lines
will conneect. The use of incline
cars will also be done away with
and fréight will be handled direct
from the portage cars 1o’ the boats.

WOMAN AND HER RIGHTS.

From a Recent Address by Clareace
True Wilson, D. D.

The question is not whether the
women have a right to vote, but it is
whether we have a right to compel
thew all to vote at the dictation of &
very small minority of their own
number. It is certain the vast ma-
jority of our women do not wish
the ballot. The laws for protection
of women are improving steadily
with the years, and every interest
of hers is as we | safeguarded™as
that of any man. If you wish to
protect the rights of women ask
yourself, today, doés my wile want
to vote? does my sister? does my
mothet claim it to bs her privilege?
If they do not, what right have I to
compel them todo it by my ballot?
But it is said we need the ballot of
woman to aid us in government.
But is it expedient? Will society
be improved by the granting of the
ballot to women? Will the better
element of women come to the front
as political workers and fill our of-
fices—or will the worse? Which is
the better element of women? The
quiet, unassuming ‘queens of our
homes, our mothers, sisters, wives
and sweethearts, or will politics be
controlled by the clubwomen? This
is not an untried experiment. Four
states have given the ballot to wo-
men unconditionally, and after 30
years of women’s voting, politics
hae not arrived at the moral stand-
ard of our own state in Wyomiog,
Colorado, Idaho or Utah. But you
say ‘‘There are not as many women
as mun in Wyoming.” True, but in
Utah women are so plentiful that
geven or eight of them club together
and keep one husband between them,
and with this numerous company
they have not closed the sa’oons or
the brothels, or prevented gambling
dens, or purified politicse. Indeed,
there are not four stategin.ihe uni-
on where politics is so corrupt asin
the four states where women vote.
It ie a ead picture where a man, for
the sake of office, sells his integrity
but it is a eadder, and a common
sight, in the states where women
vote, to see women sell their virtue
for offices, 1 can give specific irci-
dents, with namee, places and dates
where women, desiring to be assist-
clerks, ete., are sent from the candi-
dates office to the political boss, to
there offer her all, at the ghrine of
a man, who, but for politics, would
not be allowed to enter her home.
In every womans suffrage stnte, the
proverb bas had a double emphacis
that “Politice make strange com-
panions.”
