Practicable Now to Go to Business on
Asroplanes, SBays A. M. Herring.

A. M. Herring and Captain Thomas
8. Baldwin, both of whom are build
ing alrships for the United Btates gov-
ernment, the former an aeroplane and
the latter a dirigible balloon, have ex-
pressed keen Interest in the recent
remarkable flight of twelve hours oven
Bwitzgerland by Count Zeppelln in his
dirigible ailrshlp, carrying fourteen
men.

“The dirigible balleon 1s here to
stay,” sald Captain Baldwin, *“Its sue-
cess has only Begun to appear, and
greater triumphs will be seen within a
short time. ..There can no longer be
any doubt that the worst problems of
alr navigation have been solved, and
the time is almost upon us when the
alrship will be a practical necessity,”

A. M. Herring, whose Interest Nes
more in the seroplane type of machine,
sald: .

“The dirigible ballcon and the aero
plane will certainly be developed
by side for practical purposes, -
will be the war alrships of the Pature
The dirigible, which will natarally be
much the larger of the two, will repre
sent the battleshlp of the ocean, earry-
Ing & number of men with plenty of
stores and supplies, while the aeroplane
will represent the torpedo and scomnting
boats.”

At the coming tests In Aungust at
Fort Myer the government will test
the Wright brothers’ machine and the
one that Mr. Herring is bullding
While he was naturally guarded io
giving any Inkling of the new ideas to
be brought out in his machine, Mr.
Herring did say that he could fiy with
uzmln with a machine only fourtesn
f In length, while it would be pos-
sible to carry three men on a tweaty-
seven foot machine.

“l am perfectly convinced by my
experiments,” added Mr. Herring,
“that the aeroplane of the immediate
future will be not only safé, bat eml
nently practical. 1 say with perfect
assurance that if 1 wanted a fast ma-
chine for getting over the country ]
would buy an aeroplane instead of an
automoblle,

“If 1 were a business man in some
town outside of New York, say, Mving
in Greenwjch and dolng business in
Hartford, I would have no hesitancy
in using an aeroplane to travel to my
place of business and back. The ealy
trouble 'iln coming to a big city lke
New York would be the dificulty In
'ltndin(, but In any stretch of open
| country where safe landing might be
| made I could go anywhere.”
