According to a Washington dis 
patch, the agricultural department 
brands as a fake tbe story recently 
printed broadcast over tbe country 
about wonderful Alaska wheat 
growu at Juliaetta, Idaho, which 
was declared to yield 100 bushels 
per acre.

The fact that the wheat 
is selling at 120 and $25 per bushel 
leads the department to brand the 
stories as a clever' advertising 
scheme. The so called Alaska wheat 
has been known to the department 
for years and schemes similar in the 
present have been practiced at inter­
vals for many years.

One of the marvels of modern 
growth In wealth la the way in 
which vegetarian pioneers the field 
for tbe abode of man. Until nature 
has found some way of laying down 
a carpet of green, man bad better 
not attempt to pitch his teut in a 
locality devoid of thia vegetable 
basis of civilization. Tbe pioneer 
has long since learned this lesson, 
bat the investor has had some se­
vere losses because of his disregard 
for nature. Such was the cade with 
those who held the bonds of coun­
ties and towns in western Kansas 
before the art of crop growing had 
adapted itself fully enough to the 
semi arid Conditions to hold its 
ground against unfavorable seasons.

The newest pioneering crop is 
mtlo. It is a sort of corn which has 
made itself staple in the drier up­
lands of Texas, New Mexioo, Colo­
rado, Kansas and Oklahoma. This 
territory takes a varying annual 
rainfall of 17 to 25 inohes. Last year 
it was found to mature in points io 
Colorado 6,000 feet above the sea 
level and in Sooth Dakota it bad 
ripened just as the first frost occur 
red. Its roots penetrate from three 
to fonr feet after the moisture. In 
appearance the seeds head out, not 
like an ear of maize with a cover 
ing of husk, but very much like that 
of broom corn with a bunch of 
loosely grown seeds around the head 
of the stock. It can be harve**ted 
by machinery, it easily thrashed 
and yields from 30 to 55 bushels an 
acre. Its main oae is for the feeding 
of live stock. As suoh it adds an­
other mainstay to the strength of 
(arms in regions of small raiufall.
