The great ocean railway, linking 
Florida's maiulaud with Key West, 
aud bringing Culm 100 miles nearer 
the United Stales, is just about com­
pleted. The undertaking is doubt­
less the most remarkable piece of 
railway building now uuder con- 
Htrtictioa. The. distance from Miam, 
Ihe Florida terminal, to Key West, 
is 156 tulles. Of this distance 104 
miles are constructed on laud; con­
sidering, of course, the coral form 
Ations of the keys as land. The 
rest of ihe route which will conuect 
the struig of kejw will la* construct 
ed over swamp and water. To make 
these connections, and it is the only 
way* engineers say, it could have 
las*n made, there will Ire six miles 
of concrete viaduct, aud 80 miles 
of eouereted embankment rising 31 
feet above the level of the water, to 
ward oil storm effects from the 
track.

Between some of the keys the 
t r ic k s  are carried ou concrete ..via 
ducts so long that, from a car win­
dow, a passenger will Ire out of sight 
of laud, the horizon closing down 
to the ocean rim to the east aud the 
west. On the building of this road 
♦15 ,000,000 has tieeu expended thus 
far, and when it is open to traffic 
solid trains may leave Oregon, run 
to Key West, thence onto big ocean 
going ferries, aud directly into Ha­
vana,. Cuba. No cl auge of cars 
w’ill Ire necessary for a passenger. 
More thau 80 steamefo were requtr* 
ed to carry the crushed rock for the 
concrete viaducts,aud after this had 
been mixed with cement and set in 
molds, placed on the bed of the 
ocean, it was reinforced with steel. 
Two hurricanes have already swept 
over these marvelous viaducts with 
no d image to them whatever.

It now appears, 
from readingwrchitectural journals, 
that the use of concrete in private 
residences is not ouly on the in 
crease, but bids fair in time to re 
place briok entirely. Whfu prop 
erly prepared coucrete will last 
lndetihi»elyv It is stronger than 
brick or stone and when properly 
looked* after require« almost no re 
pairs. It is being used in roofs to 
a considerable extent aud the claim 
is that they never leak. Concrete 
houses are declared to be cooler iu

Poor master Geo. Meyer has dis 
covered that pneumatic-tube postal 
service costs less iu Europe than it 
dues iu the United Slates. Of course 
it does. So does the railway jsistal 
service. The government pays the 
railroads excess prii-es on padded 
weights and six day avewages for a 
7 day week.

Coyote Proof Fence.

Forest Fires.

Milwaukee Sentinel.
Six more towns, with »9,000,000 

Josses and 2,000. lives, have ju*t 
been destroyed by fire in Wisconsin. 
“These forest fires are more often 
started by some one throming down 
a match carelessly or spilling out 
the live ashes from bis pipe,” said 
Pr. Whittaker. When we were build­
ing the extension from Champion 
to L’Anse, years ago, some ot the 
boys thought they would go down 
to Champion for a tjme. Coming 
back, one of them lit  his pipe arid 
threw the matfck into the dry, grass 
Before that fire-burned itsl-lf out it 
had traversed a strip of territory 
60 miles long and five miles wide. 
We lost hundreds of thousands of 
ties by the fire, to say nothing of 
the timber that was burned over; 
/«•ll because a man was pot careful 
where he threw a lighted match.

“ When such fires onjPget start­
ed they burn themselves out; you 
can’t Btop them. And they play 
Si-me queer freaks. I have seen 
great pine trees, standing out alone 
in a little clearing 100 yards or 
more from anything, and suddenly 
the fire would jump’ out and a few 
minutes later nothing would be left 
of the tree but ihe trunk-and scarred 
and burned liins. I remember one 
case of the kind where a handsome 
big pine stood out atone. Suddenly 
the flames seemed to gather them 
selves into a big ball and burst over 
the top of the tree like a ehell, en 
veloping it in fire. It burned as 
though it had been kiln-dried. Some­
how the fire seems to take all the 
eap out of the tree. That tree was 
completely destroyed in a short 
time, the fire sweeping on and leav 
ing it a grotesque and blackened 
trunk, where before was a beautiful 
picture.

Fencing the range to protect 
sheep from the attacks of predatory 
animals has met with excellent re- 
s^l^-in the Walipwa National For­
est. The problem was to find a 
strong fence that would make the 
sheep secure, even without the care 
of a herder. The choeen fence, which 
is built ot woven wire with barbed 
wire on the top, has kept out all the 
wild cate, lynxes and coyotes, but 
has not withstood the attacks of 
grizzlies, which are apparently able 
to pass through it with little trouble. 
Sheep numbering 2,200 heed were 
placed in the enclosure with their 
lambs June 20th, and have been 
allowed to graze at their free will 
with no attention whatever from 
any1 herder. They have done splen­
didly and as far as the observation 
of those in charge of the experiment 
goes, s given area grazed by sheep 
under such conditions will carry 
more sheep per acre than one grazed 
under the charge of a herder.

Tracks along the fence show that 
predatory animals come to the fence 
constantly and follow it around but 
with the exception of the bears, do 
not seem able to enter. The hunter 
employed by the service for hunting 
predatory animals in the vicinity 
of this fenced enclosure has killed 
no less than six large grizzlies this 
season, besides numerous other ani­
mals of the predatory class The 
results of this experiment are so 
satisfactory that private individuals 
are profiting by it. J W. Emmons 
of Troy, has a large area of private 
land fenced with a special wire 
fence in which he has this season 
lambed a herd of 670 ewe« without 
a herder’s care and with very little 
attention and great success. He is 
extending his fence, for he finds that 
it pays. Careful record will be kept 
of the weights of Iamb« raised inside 
this fence with a vie^ ef oom paring 
them with the.same grade of lambs 
raised oqtside the fence on the same 
class of iange, so that any gains or 
losses in weight and growth may l»e

Where it will grow, medium red 
clover is ordinarily the beet variety 
to ^grow. To grow aimply for a 
green manure crop mammoth clover 
is better. It is also better to sow 
with timothy on thin land. On 
such lend the will not be
coarser than the stems of the medium 
variety on rich land, and it ripens 
at the same time as timothy. Al- 
■ike is the clover for wet land.
