Oonvention Betwesn America and
Eagland in Rffect Oot. 1—Its

Blessings te Fereign
Born Citisens.

ORDER NO. 16867.
The Postal Administration of Great
Britain baving comcurred therein :
It is hereby ordered, That, commenc
Ing en the 1st day of October, 1908,
the postage rate applicable to letters
matled In United Gtates, addressed for
Gellvery at any place o the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland,
shall be two (2) cents an ounce or frac
tion of an sunce.
Letters unpaid or short pald shall be
dispatched to destination, but double
the deficient postage, calculated at said
rate, shall be collectible of the ad-
dressees upon the delivery of the un-
paid or short pald letters.
Q. V. L. MEYER,
Postmaster General.
Behind this simple statement s a
vast amount of Republican construc-
tive legislation which resulted in the
significant accomplishment, set forth
by the Postmaster General. 1t Is elo-
quently prophetic of a-world-wide pen-
ny postage, for which the credit will be
due to a Republican administration.
fixth Universal Pestal Congress.
The Sixth Universal Postal Congress
convenied In the city of Rome, Italy,
April 7 and continued until May 24,
100¢. Blxty-five countries, Including the
United States, were represented. The
assembly was for the purpose of dis-
cussing the postal systems of all nations
and, If possible, agreeing upon measures
for the improvement in all practical
ways, of the regulations governing In-
ternational Intercourse through the
mails. The first congress of this kind
met in Berne, Switserland, in 1874
The United States PostofMce Depart-
ment was represented in this World
Postal Congress by two delegates—the
Superintendent of Division of Forelgn
Malls, as In previous postal congresses,
ang the Hon. Bdward Rosewater of the
Omaha Bes, who had also served in the
preceding postal congress.

Meove for Universal Penny Fostage.
At this Universal Postal Congress
representatives of the United BStates
proposed a universal two-cent postage
to all nations. The Hon. J. Henniker
Heaton, M. P., who Is the father of the
two-cent idea Im England, speaking of
America’s action at the Rome conven-
tion, In standing eut for a universal
two-cent postal rate, said:

“The British members stood coldly
by. They 4id not recognize that this
was a great historic ocﬂzlon, a worthy
parallel of that solemn scens on July
4 1776, when the Declaration of inde
pendence was adopted; for if the
Americans are willlng to adopt a penny
postage to all parts of the world, it fol-
lows that they are willing to establish
it te the British Empire and form with
us & Restrictive Postal Unlon.'”

The Hon. Whitelaw Reid, America’s
Republican minister to the Court of Bt
Jamea, praised the work of the Ameri-
exn dslegation spd solicited the friendly
co-eparation of the British government
at & Tourth of July bamquet speech In
Lonflon Im 1008 Mr. Reld sald:

“The American peeple hoped for
¢dloser and ocheaper communications
with all ether nations as the best means
of prometimg better acquaintance and
ting friendship. They were
gratified to find that the British apostle
of pesuy postage (Mr. Heaton) at this
moment foecwsing his efforts om what
gught to be the easy task of persuad-
ing the autherities om both sides of the
Atlantic, that it was as cheap to carry
a letter from Londom to New York as
from Londoa to Caleutta; or from New
York to Manla—and quite as useful.”
