Biological S urvey  E x p e rt T e lls  of the
South's Need of Them— Protection to 
Cotton Industry the Keynote of the 
Warning From Washington.

Protection for*jhe birds o f «the Unit­
ed Staten Is being urged by the blolog 
leal survey of the department o f iigri- 
eulture. The economic Importance of 
such protection to the cotton Industry 
la pointed out lu a recent circular pre­
pared by Arthur I I .  Howell, assistant 
In the biological survey, who bos In 

* recent mouths made a tnlnqje study of 
♦¿ie extent to which the boll weevil Is 
destroyed by birds.

Something over a year ago the bio­
logical eurvqy took thia matter up and 
«cut out literature urging biftl protec­
tion. It  was pointed out that the real 

■ depts In the uorthernatates could do a 
great service to the south by seeing to 
I t  n u t the birds that nest in the north­
ern latitudes In spring and summer 
and go to the south in winter were 
shielded from destruction. The. Inter­
est awakened In this matter was great, 
and there was eager response from 
farmers, school Children and others. 
Now, says the Washington correspond­
ent of the New York Globe. In the light 
of more recent Investigations showing 
that the boll weevil Is destroyed by

first realized, another plea for the pro­
tection of the birds Is being pat forth.

The region now infested by the cot­
ton boll weevil includes the greater 
part of the cotton growing area of 
Texas and I»ulslana and part* of Ok­
lahoma, Arkansas and Mlaslsslppl 
Texas and Louisiana produced In ll*]jF  
more than 6.000,000 bales of cotton, 
valued at upward of 2270,000,000; The 
loss caused by tbe boll weevil Is va­
riously estimated at from 10 to 50 per 
cent of the crop, or even more In bad­
ly Infested areas. Even at the low­
est reasonable estimate the loss to 
the cotton planters ot Texas and Lou­
isiana from tbe ravages of tbe pest 
yearly aggregates* man y millions. As 

, the weevil extends Its range eastward 
Into the more humid regions of tbe 
lower .Mississippi valley, the damage 
It does w ill be proportionately greater 
than in the drier regions to the west­
ward.

Investigations conducted by the bio­
logical survey on the food habits of 
birds In Louisiana In January and 
E'ebruary, 1908, showed, that more 
birds were feeding upon the weevils 
and that many more weevils were de­
stroyed by them than lu any of the 
western loca lities  w h ere  b irds have 
been collected at a corresponding sea­
son. The destruction of weevils In 
winter Is much more Important than 
In summer, since tbe death of ever)' 
weevil at that seasou prevents the pro­
duction of a highly numerous progeny 
In the early summer and postpones the 
date when the Increase will liecotne so 
great as to destroy the cotton squares 
as fast as they appear.

’T he  service reudered by the vast 
army of birds which occupies the cot­
ton plantations of the south during 
the winter mouths,” says Mr. Howell, 
“Is only liegiuulug to l»e appreciated 
During the first season In which birds 
were studied In their relation to the 
weevil only twenty species were dis 
covered to feed upon the insect, and 
It  was anppoacd the Influence of birds 
In keeping down the {test was slight. 
Later investigations, however, carried 
on during several years and at all seu 
sons have shown that no less than 
fifty-three species of native birds feed 
upon tbe pest, many of them destroy­
ing large numbers of weevils during 
the most critical period of the lusect'H 
life—winter and early spring.

Various kinds of blackbirds, mead 
ow larks, sparrows, pipit« or titlarks, 
wrens aud titmice are mentioned as 
useful In the destruction of the boll 
weevil, and many other well known 
birds, suck ns the oriole, the swallow 
aud the mockingbird, are lu the list 
of thoae that feed u|>on the pest of 
tbe cotton regions.

It Is claimed, 
w ill cause burns to cease from being 
painful as soon as It Is applied and 
which w ill cause Injured flesh to heal 
with marvelous rapidity, says Cham­
ber's Journal. Dr. Thierry, one of tbe 
surgeons, was In tbe habit of using 
picric add as an antiseptic, and hts 
hands were therefore Impregnated 
with the solution. One day in light­
ing a cigarette a portion of the burn­
ing match fell on hla hands, but in­
stead of feeling it he noticed not the 
slightest pain. A short time afterward  
while sealing a letter some of the 
burning wax stuck to his Anger, and. 
though It cauterized the akin, he felt 
no sensation.

They have a great liking 
for clematis and Japanese anemouee 
and usually touch nothing else aa long 
as theae last These voracious eaters 
w ill clean up a large vine in two or 
three days’ time, leaving only bare 
stalks. They should be fought prompt­
ly  and vigorously and none left alive.’ 
One way to do this is for several to at­
tack them at once. Jar the vines and 
every tteetle drops to the ground In ■ 
counterfeit death, but only for a mo­
ment, and then they scamper off at a 
lively apace. Quick work with clubs 
while the bugs play possum will fin­
ish most of them If several finite In the 
work. An hour later the same thing 
can he repeated, t Another way la to 
use lusect powder, puffing tbe powder 
In a cloud of dust over the vines. It  
kills every beetle It touches and la the 
easiest way of all. Repeat the duat 
shower If  more beetles appear, for the 
Insect powder soon loses Its power
