Packers to Start Campaign to
Make Beef Cost Less.

CHOICE CUTS ROOT OF EVIL.

Will Bs Reduced In Price In Order to
S8how American Public the Value of
Portions Now Considered Worthiess.
Chuck Steak After Careful Cooking
Good Eating, S8ays Expert.

Every person In the country ls In-
terested in the price of meat and will
therefore also be Interested lm a move-
ment which the western packers are
preparing to undertake to teach the
American public that other portions of
& beef are as notritious and, when
properly cooked, as palatable as the
costlier cuts. The ultimate end will be
the lowering of prices on all grades of
meats, especially in those cuts which
are now in chief demand

In short, the western packers are
preparing a campaign to teach the pub-
e to buy and eat the whole “critter”
and not a few cholce cuts alone, from
the sale of which the retallers say they
must obtaln the cost of the entire car-
chse because of thelr inabllity to. sell
the cheap cuts. This campaign is to
be carried on through the-retall deal-
ers of the country, who will be coached
of the subject so fhoroughly that they

“will be eompetént to teach their ocus-
tomers.

The packers say one of the chief rea-

sons why beef ls not cheaper in Amer-
fca is that the people demand the best
cuts and leave so much of the so called
inferior grades on the hands of the
' packers that they are forced to keep
the price of the best cuts up to counter-
act the waste, but If the sales of the
cheaper grades were Increased the cost
of all would decrease materially.

One of the packers’ arguments will
be taken from the year book of the
United Btates department of agricul-
ture, written by George K. Holmes,
