Actual Operation of Postal Saviags
Banks in Philippiaes. —,

Two Years’ Experiment Indicates
the Plan Is Buccessful.

The only postal savings bank sys-
tews o operation under the American
flag Is that in the Phillppines, where,
after two years of experiment, the
lostitution has been declared a great
success. In the report of the FPhilip
plne commission, just published, the
postal savings bank Is discussed brief
ly, in part as follows:

“The postal savings bank was first
opened o Manlla on Oct. 1, 1908
The law provides for three classes,
with limitations as to the amounts
that can be received at apy one time
in each class. Following the opening
of the Manlia office, other postal sav-
Ings bank offices were opened in varl-
ous citles, of different classes, untll
at the close of the year 235 had been
opened, of which 9 were frst, 88 were
second and 140 were third class.

Filipines Adopting Sysfem.

“At first the Filipinos Aid not to
any great extent avall themselves of
the opportunity of depositing a portion
of thelr receipts In the postal savings
bank,anda great bulk of the depositors
were Americans and of other natlon-
alitles. As the advantages of this sys
tem have been disseminated through
means of schools, government bureaus,
private agencles and others, the pro-
portion of Filipinos is contimually In-
creasing, and gives very good promise
that the Filipinos will learn to trust
their monay to the care of the govern-
ment, and welcome the opportunity.

“The accounts opened up to the
close of the fiscal year numbered
2,676, of which B47 were closed, leav-
ing 2,320 otlll open. The deposits
reached the total sum of 786,361.08 pe-
sos—an average of 10821 pesos. With-
drawals reached the total amount of
280,490 21 pesos, leaving a net deposit
of 50D.463.31 pesos at the end of the
Bscal year—or the Orst pine moweths
of the operation of the postal savings
bank—but by no means the first mine
months of operation of the average
pumber of offices, the mmaller ones
baving been opened from time te time
during the year, so that many had
not been opened more than a month or
two ot the time these figures were
taken.

Knsouraging Small Accounnts.

“The device of Iissulng postal sav-
lngs bank stamps has met with some
responge. The stamps are simply a
method by which small amounts can
be deposited without the expeuse of
issuing a book, figuring Interest, and
opening am account.

“On the whole, the reception accord
ed the postal savings bank has been
gratifying, and gives good promise
The Investment of the fupds is In the
bands of a postal savings bank Invest
ment board, which carrles a certaln
amount of the funds oo deposit, and
bas limited power of Investment. The
law provides that 25 per cent of the
money beld on deposit may be loaned
on first-class real estate, under limita
tions carefully drawa to protect the
depositors, and 10 per cent on agricul
tura! lands under still more rigid limi
tations.™

He played—I say it
without vanity—for me. We players
are not above that weakness, if it be a
weakness. If ever anything insplres
us to do our best It is the presence in
the audlence of some fellow artist who
must, in the nature of things, know
more completely than any one what we
intend, what we do, what we feel. The
response from such a member of the
audlence flles across the footlights to
fis llke a flame. [ felt It once when 1
played Olivia before Eleanora Duse. 1
felt that she felt H puce when she play-
od Marguerite Gautier for me.”

Nature's Vengeanoce.

Pliny informs us that twelve cities
In Asla Minor were swallowed up In
oune pight.’ In the year 1156 the city of
Antioch and a great part of the adja-
ecent country were burled by an earth
quake. About 300 years after it was
agaln destroyed, along with 40,000 lo-
habitants, and after an Interval of slx-
ty years was a third time overtunrned,
with the loss of not less than 60,000
souls. 1n 1692 the ¢ity of Port Royal.
In Jamalca, was destroyed by an earth
guake, and the houses sank lnto a gulf
forty fathoms deep. In 1083 an earth
quake occurred in Biclly which either
destroyed or greatly damaged Afty-
four citles. The city of Catalonia was
utterly overthrown, 19,000 inhabitants
of the city perishing in the rulps. Ib
176556 Lisbon was destroyed by an
earthquake, and It burfed under Its
rulns above 50,000 inhabltants. In Au-
gust, 1822, two-thirds of the city of
Aleppo, containing a population of 200,
000, were destroyed by an earthquake
Thirty thousand of its inhabitants were
bdried 'In the ruins.

Held Down the Bpeaker.

The sanctity of the speaker ls an In
violable law of parllamentary England,
yet onee the necessities of the nation
were 80 great that an assault and bat-
tery had to be made upon his sacred
person. It was In the third parliament
of Charles 1, that the angry commons
framed thelr petition of rights. This
cut at the very root of the king's pre
rogative, and among those In the house
who opposed It was Mr. Bpeaker. Upon
8ir John Ellott moving Its acceptance
the speaker essayed to leave the chalr,
which would, of course, have proved
fatal to the bill. But they were ready
for him, and Hollls and Valentine sels
ed him, one on each side, and literally
beld him in the chalr until the for
mality of the reading was over. Bo
vital was the petition considered that
Cromwell sald in the lobby afterward,
“Had we been defeated 1 should have
left England tomight”—London Chronl-

BSell him mostly for
cash; also John says you can leave
Boston at 11:45 in the night and get to
Concord at 4:35 in the morning. Do
this and you won't need any bed. And,
remember, what we want is orders.’ ”

First American Play.
The first play written by an Ameri
can produced In this country, according
to the Philadelphla Public Ledger, was
the tragedy, “The Prince of Parthia”
by Thomas Godfrey, which was
brought out at the Bouthwark theater
in the Quaker Clty in April, 1707, by
Lewis Hallam's company, the first or-
ganlzation of players to visit Phila-
delphla. Godfrew was an ambitious
young poet, who died at an early age.
His play was above medlocrity and an
tmportant part of the volume of his
works published In 1766,
