In facL the 
cuinpnrlHon of the larynx to kny lnstrtii
ment which produces only muslckt 
tones Is Inadequate to begin with. 
There 1« no Instrument but the larynx 
which produces both song and speech, 
nnd ns those comparisons view the 
larynx merely ns n producer of niu- 
nlc‘ffi sbnntfs Zt<re have no further con­
cern with them nt present. Besides, 
the voice enu be trained for speech, 
niocntlon nnd oratory without a knowl­
edge of the physiology of the larynx.

’.Ve have the power of adjusting the 
larflyx, of varying the tension of Its 
cords, cushions or ligaments, a« they 
have been variously called. Wo can 
do these things without scientific tech­
nical knowledge of bow they ffbe done, 
without any knowledge at all of vocal 
physiology, and It Is the work of the 
trainer of the voles to teach the pupils 
how to do them.—Chambers’ Journal

I f  be takes 
a« good alui with his camera as he has 
been accustomed to do with the rifle 
he will brhi£. home some flue plates 
for tlte benefit of the natural history 
museums and the publishers of the 
book the president will write In de­
scription of his ndventures and ob­
servations. Kermit has been training 
for his part In the expedition for souie 
time. Not only hns he hunted M l̂ld 
animals of some size and ferocity In 
the u-est, but he has participated in 
the rough sports of hnnt clubs In the 
east and In capturing manikins and 
the like has sustained some had tum­
bles. He has taken them like a man 
and continued In the sport without any 
signs of the pains Incident to mishaps.

For his work as photographer the 
president's son lifts been preparing 
himself by a course of instruction un­
der (he noted ornithologist Frank M 
Chapman, associate curator of the de­
partment of ornithology of the Amer-

lean Museum of Natural History in
New York. Mr. Chapman's attain­
ment« as a naturalist and aa a pho­
tographer of aulmal subjects are well 
known to the president, and be waa 
anxious to secure his services as a 
member of the expedition. Failing In 
thia, he decided to have Mr. Chapman 
train Kermit In his methods of photo­
graphing the denizens of the Jungle.

Nearly every year Mr. Chapman goes 
to some obscure corner of the earth to 
get new specimens of birds or photo­
graphs of them or Information about 
their habits. He has done perhaps 
more than any other man of his genera- 
tlou to Interest the American public In 
birds, especially those native to the 
western continent Besides being con­
nected with the Museum of Natural 
History, he Is editor of the magazine 
called Bird Lore and Is a lecturer on 
his favorite subject One of his latest 
publication« Is entitled "The Color Key 
tn North American Birds” and Is a 
sort of Illustrated dictionary of birds 
belonging to this continent Mr. Roose­
velt la anxious to make his trip bene­
ficial to the museum, and photography 
will be a great help to this end If right­
ly employed. Mr. Chapman la not only 
an expert in bird lore, but ha knows 
bow to get snapshots of them at dose 
range and thus to picture them to the 
public just as they look In their native 
haunts. Sometimes he constructs a 
blind, covers it with brush and leaves 
It for Week« until the birds have be­
come accustomed to I t  Then he sllpe 
into It before the birds are astir and 
gets good negatives of them as they 
hop around unconcernedly only a few  
feet from bis lens. At other times be 
has hung a piece of bnrlap over a bn«h 
and left It until he passed that way on 
another expedition, when he would 
creep under It and vtalt until oppor­
tunity was presented for securing some 
rare anapsbota.

The heart of the dark continent is a 
fine place for securing scientific ma­
terial by such methods, and the mu­
seums might Im much enriched by their 
employment The president will have 
•very opportunity for making his A f­
rican bunt not only adventurous and 
exciting, but fruitful of results bene­
ficial to science and nature study. The

It  will coat (1.500,000 more to take
the census of 1U10 than that of eight 
year» ago, on account of the IncreaatHl 
number , of men. women and children, 
oetlmated at 25,000,000 persons, but the 
work will be far better done, which Is 
one of the notable advantages of aucb 
a permanent bureau organization as 
the United States has maintained since 
1000, aside from the valuable vital ata 
11st lea I work It haa been accomplishing 
In the meantime every day. The fit 
rector of the census, H N. D. North, 
has made his arrangements for enu­
merating the population two year« 
hence, and. notwithstanding the In 
creased and varied Information that 
will be gathered, he confidently eetl 
mates the cost St only (14,000,000 
Thia estimate w ill be submitted to con 
gress at the next eession, as Mr. North 
desires the appropriation In •  lump 
sam, so that «11 arrangements for the 
taking of the census may be completed 
without any worry about money.

Besides the count of the population, 
there will be a census of agriculture 
that will cost about (2,000,000. That 
census baa been urged try farmers’ In 
stltutee, grangers’ societies, agriculture 
and live stock sseoclatlona all over ths 
country.

The results of the thirteenth census 
will be published In not more than 
aeven volumes--three less than were 
required In 1S00.

The reports of cases of ptomaine poi­
soning from gating  crab« should be a 
warn lug to housekeepers aud cooks as 
to all kinds of ptomanlc dangers. A 
ptomaine Is not a microbe, but is the 
product of a microbe, as all grain alco­
hol 1« the product of fermentation, 
caused by the yeaat microbe, which 
cfihnges HUgnr Into alcohol. Alcohol* ■— * 
Itself 1«. therefore, a ptomaine, but as 
to its poisonous effects opinions will 
continue to differ. Vinegar la another 
ptomaine, the product of the mlcfobe 
Mycoderma aette. Thia ptomaine Is 
not dangerous when properly used.

But there are many dangerona pto­
maine«, the products ofc various putre­
factive microbes. The microbes them­
selves may always be killed by boil­
ing. but ptomaines may not be so 
killed, un boiled alcohol la still alcohol.
The only nure way, aays the Baltimore 
American, to prevent ptomaine poison­
ing In uioaL fish, crabs o r  a n y  o th er  
article of diet la to kill the microbes 
nnd thus prevent the production of 
ptomntue.

Crab« are not healthy unless killed 
by «evere nnd sudden heat, aa by being 
thrown «live Into boiling water. Thia 
practl(*e appears to be cruel, but It Is 
Just the contrary, a« the hot water 
cau«es the crab to lose consclousnsas W 
Innthutly and Its suffering ceases at 
once. And any crab killed by boiling 
water can be eaten with perfect safety

I f  croba are kept six hours after 
boiling, they should be boiled again for 
at least a few moment«, after which 
they may t»e kept safely for anoth 
six hours. Then they should he boll ■' 
again, for the same reason as before 
to prevent the production of ptomaine 
It  la not safe to keep crabs, fish, meats 
or any other cooked articles of food 
longer than alx or eight houri without 
rebelling, even If kept on Ice.

Ice retard« the work of microh»“» 
but does not kill the microbe or at0- 
his work. In fact, nnlen« the great 
care la taken by the housekeeper 
t«e chest- may become a most dan*, 
ous incubator of microbes.

Water made boiling hot ,s man’s be 
defense agalnat his Infinitesimal b" 
often fatal enemy, since no microtie 
can survive contact with It.

How to Cloan Straw Hats.
FTTo clean a white mllnn or a ap’ l- 
straw scrub with toothbrush or net 
brush dipped In a weak solution • 
oxalic acid and water, then with cleci 
water, not wetting more than necc» 
sary. Then scatter precipitate of a'ul 
phur and lay In the sun. Brush off 
with a clean brush when dry and your 
hat will tie clean and white. A black 
mllan, hemp braid or horsehair clean 
with nap aide of velvet dipped in a k o  
bol and rubbed thoroughly with the 
tipe of the fingers. Black chip give a 
coat of bottle shoeblacklng. Colored 
hats clean with gasoline and •  piece 
of velvet Faded hats can be tinted 
with a dye made of oil points and gas­
oline. The only remedy for chip bat« 
that are sunburned or faded is to give 
them a coat of polish or take them to a 
profeeelonal. Whits, colored and black 
lace or net hats can be cleaned by dip 
ping the entire haL without the trim  
inlng. In clean gasoline and drying
