How to Act In Case of Fire.
I f  smoke la seen pouring out flora

under a door do not rush and oi»en 
that door. Remember that by so 
doing you cause a draft which will 
fan smoldering timbers Into flames. 
Shut and keep shut all doors and win­
dows or other air channels. I f  yon 
have not a hand pump or Are grenades 
handy collect as many palls or Jugs of 
water as possible outside the closed 
door of the room which Is afire. Menu- 
time remember that smoke Is almost 
us dangerous to life as fire. A soak lug 
wet towel knotted round tbe face and 
nostrils Is an excellent rough and 
ready protection agulnst breathing 
smoke. Bo Is a wet sponge. Retteui 
ber also that smoke rises. Therefoie 
it Is least thick near the floor. I f  the 
smoke be very thick, crawl with your 
face close against the floor. The enm- 
inoneet cause of fire is tbe upsetting of 
an oil lamp. Water will only spread 
the flames of burning oil, but a henrth 
rug w ill extinguish them promptly, 
says Home Chat. Milk will also ex­
tinguish burning oil. Band or earth or 
common salt are useful aids to Are 
fighting. The contents of an* ordinary 
flowerpot w ill stop tbe spread of the 
flames of oil.

How to Clean Velveteen.
The method employed to clean tight

and dark velveteen Is a simple one. A 
lather of white soap Is made. Into 
which the. velveteen la. „dipped, then 
placed on a board or tabte and 
scrubbed the way of tbe pile with a 
clean nailbrush until all dirt has tieen 
removed, when It Is rinsed In clean 
cold water, but not speesed or wrong, 
as this would spoil the pile. I t  Is dried 
In the air, and sometimes tbe hack I*  
drawn over a hot Iron, but this Is net 
absolutely necessary. Light velvets 
are cleaned by gently rubbing with a 
flannel previously dipped In keroeeito 
or, If  the material be soiled In spots 
only, by robbing with a piece of fat 
bacon or butter, when the wrong side 
requires drawing over a hot Irofl in 
order to raise the pile.

In the morning, 
v/ben breakfast was brought up to the 
prisoners, be secreted a case knife, and 
if tho knife was missed It  could only 
have been missed by the servants, who 
were not likely to inform tbe guard 
of the fac t White Helolae listened at
