The on ly  
reason we oan eee for th is extra  e f  
fort to d ispose of envelop es is tha 
a com p an y  in D ayton , Ohio, has se 
cured the govern m en t con tiact, and  
are p u sh in g  the bu siness at the ex  
pense of th e  people of the U nited  
S ta les nf Am erica, and m anifestly  
to tbe in jury o f the printing trades 
T be people sh ould  know th is and 
every senator and rep resentative  in 
cougress should  take action in the 
m atter.
