ONORS are coming fast now to
the Wright brothérs, Orville
and Wilbur, from thelr own
countrymen, But they had to

win success a before the impor-
tance of their inventions in navigation
of the air without the aid of balloons
was recognized at home.

Back from Europe loaded with all
the encomiums and decorations which
potentates and duchesses and dignl-
tarles of sclence, and learning could
bestow, nothing is too good for them
now In thelr own land. As soon as
the Aero Club of America learned of
their plans to return to America the
members put things Iin motion for a
fitting reception to them and for the
presentation te the herces of the alr of
appropriate medals, the principal
speech of the occaslon to be made by
no less a personage than President
Taft himself In the famous east room
of the White House. Congress, too,
bestirred Itself to pass resolutions rec-
ognizing thelr achlevements.

Abroad the Wrights found that be
Ing llonized by soclety was rather dan-
gerous to their plans and experiments.
At first they avolded notorlety and the
soclal diversions inctdent to life among
rich and titled devotees of sport. But
Wilbur, who has all along looked omt
chiefly for the forelgn interests of the
fraternal firm, has on more than one
occaslon found himself in ergbarrass-
mwent In consequence of his popularity.

STREET RAILWAY SCHOOL.

Institution Planned For Training
Young Men to Be Managers.
With the object of mising the stand
ard of street milway employees Oven
Root, Jr., general manager of the Met
topolitan Street Rallway company io
New York, bhas perfected plans for the
establishment of a trailning school ip
which graduates of colleges and scien-
tific schools will be fitted for the tech-
nical and practical work of the street
car business. The company will de
fray all the expensea of the school and
will pay the students living wages
(during the course of two years. Dur
ing the first year the student will be
paid §15 a week. The second year
men will receive §20 a week. To give
bim a general idea of the street rall-
way business he will be assigned to
duty in the maintenance of way, the
electrical, the equipment and the trans.
portation departments, spending three

months In each department.

“It is my intention,” sald Mr. Rool,
“to establish a practical training school
for young men, particularly graduates
of high schools, manual training
schools, colleges and unlversities, who
have had more or less technical traln-
Ing and who fotend to enter upon the
vocation of operating street rallroads.
It 1s the alm to make the conditions
advantageons to the young man who
has an inclination to enter upon work
of this character.

“Such a man under the proposed
plan will have an opportunity to ac-
quaint himself with the detalls of the
work, while recelving at the same
time a salary which will, with strict
economy, enable him to be self sup-
porting. He may thus determine for
himself whether he is fitted and has a
lking for employment of this charac-
ter. On the other hand, the Metro-
politan Btreet Hallway company will
profit by the experiment In that It
will be possible to test the capacity,
ability and adaptabllity of applicants,
who will constitute a body of cand)-
dates from whom men may be chosen
when [t becomes necessary to filll va
cancles In the regular operatimg stafl™

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HOME FOR CUBAN LOTTERY.

Teatic Nacional to Be Rebullt to House
island’s Gambling Boheme.

Havana's famous playbouse, the Tea-
tr+ Nacional, the third largest theater
In the world and one of the architee-
tural show places of the Cuban capl-
tal, is about to enter upon ancther
chapter In its remarkable history. The
structure Is to be rebullt and modern-
imed and will it is reported, become
the headquarters of the national lot-
tery recently established by the Ou-
ban government. The government pur-
chased the theater for $500,000 and
has, In turn, resold it to the Centro
Gallego de la Habana for $550,000.

The beautiful Teatro Naclonal stands
in the center of Havana's fashionable
quarter, facing Parque Central, and for
seventy-five years the old theater, still
In excellent condition, has figured in
the many political changes that have
marked the history of Cuba slnce 1834,

The theater was bullt by Franciscd
Marty, a noted Bpanish bandit and
leader of a band of robbers who ter-
rorized Cuba for many years up to the
time of the capture of Marty in 1831.
Marty was condemned to death. He
promised General Tacon, then captain
general of Cuba, that If his life were
spared he would not only denounce his
band, but would rid the island of the
pirates that Infested it. General Tacon
gave the pirate the chance “to make
good,” and Marty, qualifying, was per-
mitted to lve.

The pirate then asked General Tacon
for a concession t& bulld a national
theater. This he received and with
the money he had accumulated during
his piratical career bullt El Teatro Ta
con, named after the general and later
renamed the Teatro Naclonal. The
structure was completed In 1834,

The old pirate managed the theater
for many years to his profit. In 1807
he sold it for $650,000 and then bought
it back for §500000, When Marty died
his son kept up the management, and
it was the pirate's son who sold the
bullding to the Cuban gevernment

The theater is bullt of white stone
with decorations of marble In pure
Italian style. There are five horseshoe
tiers of boxes, rising one above the
other around the pit and separated by
gilded latticework of light and grace
ful design. The Interior decorations
are beautiful, On the right of the
stage ls the principal box, reserved for
the republic's president and hils fam-
fly, and pext to this is the “judge's
box.” During each performance a
Judge Is appointed by the manager to
witness the performance and act as
press agent by writing a criticism,

Many of the world's famous artists
and actors have appeared on its stage.

WAR WITHOUT NOTICE.

Earl of Clanwilllam Says Germany
Will Devastate All England.
