How to Care For Lamps.

Bo often people complain that their
lamps. give poor light. Perhaps they
do pot give them half the .attention
they require, yet If done regularly It
takes but a short time each day. In
buying lamps select those In which the
end of the burner Is elevated above
the body (or tank) of the lamp. Watch
your wicks closely and change them
before they become short. Do net trim
or cut wicks—It 1s almost Imposalble it
you do to get them stralght—but scrape
off the charred black crust with a
plece of cardboard, and to avold an
odor of ofll wash and poll the burners
every two weecks. Clean the glass
chimpeys ns soon as they begin to look
cloudy. Keep your lamps well filled
with the best kerodene oll obtainalie
and never attempt teo fill a lighted
lamp or to burn one when It is nearly
empty. Carrying lamps should be of
metal and have firm handles, so If they
are dropped they will not break or ex-
plode. Bee that hanging or bracket
lamps are put up secureély and nefer
allow a lighted lamp to be In & eurrent
of alr, as it will emoke 1f It does noth-
ing worse, If burning oll should get on
the floor or table smother the flames
with a woolen blanket or rug, but not.
with cotton material. Coiton Ignites
very quickly and ls dangerons in case
of fire. Remember never to throw wa-
ter on burning oll. Always keep the
oll ean well corked and away from the
range or any other heat or fire.

How to Wash Blankets. < .

When blankets are to be washed
soap should be cut Into small places
and dissolved luto a jelly. This should
be added to warm water, enongh to
form a suds, and borax put In for sofs
tening and purifylng purposes. Inte
this the blankets shonld be entirely
Immersed and allowed to remain foi
half an hour. The water should
be allowed to get cold. After the bli:
kets are soaked through they should
be soused up and down to release the
dirt, then put through a wringer Aft-
er this the blankets are put through a
second euds prepared in the same waYy
ar the firet. They are squeezed, bat
not rubbed. A board should not be
used, and, ahove all, soap should pever
be rubbed directly on the blanket. This
not only eauses {t to shrink, but the
amall balrs are all matted by the soap,
and the blanket loses |ts fuflly appears
ance. They should be rinsed In w
water with borax or ammonia a
to keep them soft and dried on a day
of fin and wipd
