The fact that timl>er baa been 
cheap aud abundant has made us 
careless of its production aud reck­
less of its use. We take 250 cubic 
feet of wood per capita annually 
from our forests. Germany uses 
only 37 cubic feet; and France hut 
25. On the other baud, Germany, 
having learned its lesson, makes 
its state forests pnxluce an average 
of 48 cubic feet of wood per acre. 
We have as fastgrowing species as 
Germany, or faster, and aa good or 
better forest soil if  we protect i t

The necessity for more farm laud 
may eventually reduce our total 
forest area to 100 million acres less 
than it is at present. It is entirely 
possible, however, to produoe on 
450 million acres as much wood 
as a population much greatei 
than we have now will need if all 
the forest laud is brought to its 
highest producing capacity aud if 
tbe product is economically and 
completely utilised. But to reach 
the necessary condition of equi 
librium bet ween limber production 
aud consumption will take many 
years of vigorous effort by Individ 
ual forest owners, by the state, and 
by tbcrNational government. None 
of them cm  solve tbe problem 
alone, ail must work together. ,

It is 
understood that his operations in 
Wasco, Gilliam, Sherman, Morrow 
and Umatilla, all of which he has 
visited within the past few weeks, 
will net him close to <2.0U0. Tbe 
State By Conumiaaion, the freight 
department of the O R and N Ca, 
and some of the shippers and ware 
hou*-e men have shown interest in 
the preeeot wbereehouta of the glib 
Mr Crawford. It is greatly feared 
that he will not lie found within a 
fair sized radius of the scene of his 
reputed financial conquests.

According to the line of investi­
gation that ia being mads, thia al- 
legwl “oom-* on” artist, appealed 
to the weak spot in the wheat grow­
ers’ make up. He had a sure enough 
scheme whereby “dollar wheat”« «  
oo dream, but a large roseate and 
golden reality. This saviour of the 
down trodden tiller of the gloiie 
was going to organize the Farmer’s 
Alliance, a mutually protective 
union, which would guarantee the 
farmer his inalienable rights, Ufa, 
Liberty, sad the pursuit of “dollar 
wheat.” It was going to cost e-ich 
farmer the trifling sum of <2.50 te 
be initiated into tbe secrets of the 
proposed order, and that once on 
the inside the wheat-grower could 
cammsnd his own price for wheat 
He oould under the projected co­
operative plan get control of a 
string of warehouses and “not iw 
robbed through exorbitant storage 
charges.” He is said to have no 
trouble io convincing several hun­
dred farmers that they were victims 
of a complete system of highway 
robbery. The exporters and the 
railroads were in the conspiracy 
as well as the warehousemen. All 
that was to be done away with 
when the Crawford plan had been 
consummated.

“By Jingo, that’s a dura good 
idea,” is apparently what'a major­
ity of the wheat barons thought as 
they passed over tbe <2.50 and 
things went swimmingly for a whilq 
until oos or two of tlie’le«-« emotion­
al victims began to inquire into 
the details of the plan. From 
what evidence is to be had here, 
the plan didn’t look so glorious at 
close range. Whether the facts al 
ready brought to light will justify 
criminal proceedure in case tbe elu­
sive Mr. Crawford is located cannot 
l»e learned here, lor the investiga­
tion has been conducted with ut-1 
roost secrecy and roost of the farm­
ers who coughed up, it is alleged, 
do not know that they have fed 
their money to the birds.
