NEW WHEAT MOVEMENT,

The movement of wheat from the
Pacific New West to the Eastern
states has started., Tu the past few
days several thounsand tons of
wheat have been sold to go across
the Rockies. If prices here and in
the East continue it is probable the
movement will assame large pro-
portions. Among Eastern buyers
who are said to be getting supplies
in this section is Patten of Chicago.
This Eastern buying of Pacific
coast wheat has been expected by
well informed wheat men ever
since harvest. It is nuderstood
that between 500 and 1,000 cars
have been ordered from the rail
road companies for the moviug of
these purchases east. Some coast
wheat is being sought every year
by Eastern cereal manufscturers,
but the last big movemeént was 1o
the winter 1904-5. [a that season,
abous 15,000,000 busbels of North-
weslern wheat went Eaal
Wheat markets all the
world are strong. Ship cargoes at
Liverpool have gone up in price,
and in Chicago prices are slowly
but surely advaneing.
