Some Suggestions fora Couuty where 
There are no Dairies.

By 0 . J. Goffin, M. D.
Mayor of Moro. "7

The Oregon state*board of health 
nergetically occupying itself 

milk sanitation in the state., 
Although there are no dairies in 
Sherman county, a few words as to 
bow milk shoi^ld be cared for by 
the farmers in this county, would 
not come amiss. Milk being a good 
medium for the rapid development 
of pathogenic germs is continually 
a menace to the consumers’ health 
when contaminated with these dis­
ease germs.

Taking it for granted th a t ..the 
farmers’ milch cows are healthy,the 
milk will be pure and wholesome, 
and the method to* keep it in that 
state is the object of this paper. 
Milch cows should be treated with 
kindness and fed regularly with 
wholesome food. They should not 
lie allowed to drink impure water, 
nor out of stagnant pools. The 
stable should he well ventilated, 
with plenty of light, and all man­
ure quickly removed. The cqws 
should sleep on beds of clean straw 
»hen kept inside, and groomed twice 
daily. Having*-thus groomed the 
cow, with common sense, diligence, 
and precaution, it remains for the 
k«*eper to u*e due care in the m ilk­
ing. He should use two separate 
buckets: one containing about S0<> 
gallons of clean, lukewarm water, 
and a soft cloth with which he will 
wash the cows’ udde san d  dry them 
afterward. Iliv iu?  «-I hi-
milking jacket, Ins hands having 
been washed with plenty of soap 
and hot water Indore the milking 
begins. The other bucket, having 
been thoroughly washed and scald­
ed ¡3 now re.ady for the reception of 
the milk.

Milkers should avoid dipping the 
fingers in the milk when stripping 
teats with the thum b and index 
finger. The hands should be kept 
dry while »¡Iking. The milk should 
now he carried to a place prepared 
or its keeping, covered over with a 

piece of muslin,and allowed to stand 
a short while, when it is then strain 
ed into puns. Useless to say. that 
the strainer and the pans should 
have been thoroughly sterilized by 
Imiling. Tlie place where tbe milk 
is kept should lw cool', clean, well 
aired, and ueed exclusively for mi k 
l^et tbe farmer« become accustomed 
to such method of raring for his 
milch cows and milk, and he will 
soon find that there is nothing bur­
densome, nor very scientific about 
it. Milk is often the only food of 
weak persons «nd infante, a fact 
wlueh should make us dofihfy care­
ful of its sanitation.
