NEW THEORIES OF SLEEP.

Novel Kxperimont to Improve Country 
Life In Virginia.

W ith  tha co-operation of the United« 
States department of agriculture, Bu- 
perlnteudent of Public instruction J. 
D. 'Eggleston, Jr., recently launched 
tbe first practical movement looking 
to the end advocated by writers and 
speakers during the last few  years of 
keeping the Virginia boys on the 
farms of the coutnonweakb.

Mr. Eggleston’s plan, which be com­
municated to twenty division school 
superintendents, contemplates the se­
lection of two to six boys from 
each of two to ten schools in each 
county,. These boya are to be given 
the u»e of an acre of land'by parents, 
are to be aided % y  the government 
demonstrators and are to receive in­
struction from their teachers. I t  la 
anggeeted (hat a fte r tbe crop la gath­
ered exhibits or fairs be held In each 
county aud prizes offered for the best 
showing. Corn growing gjoue Is con­
templated this yean

The plan la briefly ipt follows;
Tbe boya, who must be regular at­

tendants In the public schools, are to 
be chosen by the superintendents. 
Each boy selected shall have on bis 
home place one acre of laud. Ou this 
acre, which la not to be the beat acre 
uor the worst, but an average oue, tbe 
boy Is to raise a crop of corn under 
the definite Instruction of the govern­
ment demonstrator, assisted by the 
teacher. Ho Is to bind himself to fol­
low carefully the Instructions laid down 
by the demonstration agents through 
their circulars and bulletins.

The superintendents are Instructed to 
select not less than two nor more than 
ten schools Ju  the county, preferably 
of the consolidated type. In which to 
begin. The work is not to lie attempt-

Professor Wenley hay« Bleed Geee to 
ths Brain and Extremities.

An outline of tbe result« of experi­
ments that have been conducted In the 
1 ulverslty of Michigan with tbe ob­
ject of solving ther mysteries of sleep 
was recently made public by Professor 
II.

According to hla statement, oue long 
accepted theory is overturned.

Professor 
Wenley says hls experiments show 
that the size or volume of the brain 
Increases when the Individual goes to 
sleep and decreases when be awakens, 
and the same is true of the bauds and 
feet.
