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A  dispatch from San Jose, Costa 
Rica, M ay 7th. telling o f the des­
truction of the ancient city bf 
Castago, which was hundreds of 
years in building, but which was 
destroyed by an earthquake in 
just 18 seconds, M ay 4th, says:

Chimes o f the historic church Del 
Carmen, the belfry o f which with­
stood the shock tolled a requiem 
at sunset tonight for Cartago s 
dead. W h ile  the bells pealed out 
the tidings of sorrow, 5,000 home­
less men, women and children, 
their uncovered heads bowed 
with grief, stood in silent prayer 
upon the hill tops overlooking the 
ruins of the ancient city. H our by 
hour the magnitude of the dis­
aster grows. Eighteen hundred 
are dead. Almost as many are 
wounded, many of whom will die. 
Ten thousand are homeless, hund­
reds are starving. Scores have 
been driven insane. For the 
brave survivors, who for three 
days have witnessed almost un­
speakable horrors, perils of famine 
and pestilance remain to be faced. 
Pioneers of Costa Rica are facing 
them with undaunted hearts. 
Hundreds of the victims were laid 
to rest today. Long trenches were 
dug and whole families were bur­
ied together. M any of the dead 
were unidentified. From the 
ruins scores of bodies are being 
removed hourly. Some A m eri­
cans are reported killed, but iden­
tification, even by the records, »s 
now imposssble. The American 
colony immediately set about to 
rescue those pinned d o w n . by 
wreckage. The earthquake, which 
brought about almost total dark­
ness, caused by great clouds of 
dust from the falling buildings, was 
followed by a roaring which came 
apparently from deep down in 
the earth, but for six hours the 
disturbances continued.”

The death o f King Edward  
may change some of the British 
policies. King George V , does 
not take willingly to the high pos- 
sition made vacant by the death 
of hi« father. The funeral obse- 
gnie« of the late King will take 
place next Friday.

Judging from the expression of 
history King George need expect 
but little opportunity for peribnal 
distinction in the high career that 
lies before him.

It ¡6 as a pattern of every do­
mestic virtue and as a model hus­
band and father, that his royal 
highness may lay claim to admin­
istration,. H e, in these respects, is 
a reincarnation of respectable, 
stupid George H I. H e is the well- 
nigh inseparable companion of 
his fond wife and fond sons and 
daughter. Horae life 'varied  by 
the sport he loves in the shooting 
seasoni and by an occasional tour 
of the outlying dominions of the 
empire, is the only life he leads.

Kind Edward’s dying words; 
” 1 think I have done my duty,” 
strikes a responsive chord in all 
true men. They chime in tune 
with the sense of duty, with the 
obligation for obedience, that has 
sometimes been considered pecul­
iar to England, in contrast to

If  anything were needed to dis­
