of automobile owners.

There are 54 automobile owners
in Sherman county, several of
whom met in Moro Tuesday night
to organize aclub for the better-
ment of the roads and other mu-
tul objects in interest. It was de-
cided to postpone action at this
time and join in organizing the
good roads association and work
with that organization.

The census of Oregon shows a
total population of 675,879, a gain
of 263,343 over the census of 1900.
Sherman county is credited with
4,117, a gain of 640. It is hoped
that the returns may give Mult-
nomah a separate congressional
district.
