velopment. Eventually, country 
and city must exactly complement 
each other or both will suffer. The 
formts of the Pacific coast are dis­
appearing. but the soil beneath 
(bom is an unfailing source of

The planting of trees in Moro  
this spring may be considered the 
revival of a public spirit; and we 
hope to see the good work spread 
to every avenue of the c ity ; it re­
minds one of history a century 
ago, in Elkanah Watson’s day.

The fascinating idea of fruit trees 
along the sides of public highways, 
which has been fluttering before 
the imaginations of apple loving 
Americans for years, was brought 
home from France in revolution­
ary war times, by Elkanah W at­
son, who was a protege of George 
Washington and the originator in 
this country of agricultural fairs, 
as well as the pioneer projector of 
American canals. It was a dream 
of the late Dr. Gorgon of Wiscon­
sin; it is now to become a reality 
in Kansas city.

"W ithin a few years, fruit and 
nuts will be easily obtained in 
Wyandotte county. Kansas, if 
plans of the county commissioners 
are carried out, for it has been de­
cided to plant fruit and nut trees 
along all of the highways of the 
county. The office of commis­
sioner o f parks is to be created, 
and that official will have charge 
of cultivating the trees; the fruit is 
to be given to the farmers.”

Watson, it wilt be remembered 
by those who have read his de- 
lightful-journals and correspond­
ence, Went on g "tailing vessel to 
Bordeaux on a mission to Am ­
bassador Franklin, during the 
Revolutionary war, and proceed­
ed on foot to Paris, finding fruit 
trees planted by the wayside, from 
which he refreshed himself as he 
went along. He found that there 
was a public spirit among the 
people that protected these trees. 
N o one ravaged them. Each 
traveler carefully plucked what 
fruit he required for his immediate 
need, and no more, remembering 
that there would be others to 
come after him whose urgency 
would be as great as his and 
whose rights were entitled to 
respect.

It would be an idyllic thing if 
the planting of fruit trees on 
American highways could bring 
about in this country such a senti­
ment as this in the breasts of boys 
and tramps and all frequenters of 
the rural roads. It is to be hoped 
that the Kansas experiment will 
succeed and that its prosperity will 
inspire other similar undertakings.

A  movement has been started 
to require congressmen to deliver 
their speeches in the house instead 
of obtaining leave to print; this is 
not only a safeguard to the pub­
lic, but will compel congress to 
take a little of its own medicine.

Pilot Rock farmers are planning 
on handling their own grain this 
summer and fall through their own 
warehouse. The Pilot Rock local 
of the Farmers* educational and 
cooperative union of America has 
taken an option on the building 
owned by the Interior warehouse 
company at this point. The Pilot 
Rock local is now conducting a 
$10,000 general merchandise store; 
this establishment was taken over 
more ah an -a  year ago and the 
venture has proven successful.

When The O . M an established 
T h e . Astorian in 1873, but one 
horse was owned in the city of 
Astoria; the streets were planks 
laid lengthways and short narrow 
bridges from one to the other. 
Job Ross kept a wheelbarrow 
which he loaned to people who 
didn’t want to soil their clothes 
carrying a sack of flour home. 
Now Astoria has horses, taxicabs, 
autos, streets, street cars, etc., and 
has just secured rural delivery over 
a 25 mile route where was but re­
cently only the primeval forests, 
too dense for exploitation by any 
but the lone fisherman in quest of 
the lair of speckled beauties in the 
omnipresent stream.

If any one doubts the mercenary 
spirit of the age let him take a 
religious census. There is one in 
progress in Spokane and the ex­
perience of the solicitors read like 
a book agent’s nightmare. One of 
the ministers was greeted by a 
little girl who said: “ M im a does 
not want to buy anything today.” 
Another had the door slammed in 
bis face, and still another was in­
formed that he was on a diabolical 
political mission of some sort, and 
better beat it. • Still, when one is 
cleaning house the particular brand 
of one’s religion probably doesn’t 
seem particularly Important

The gradual extension of J P 
Morgan's power over one financi­
al institution after another is con­
spicuous among the phenomena oi 
our day which future historians 
will investigate with profound at­
tention. The Equitable Life As­
surance Society, concerning which 
so much has been heard in recent 
years, has just become one of his 
conquests. His man is made 
president of the company in place 
of the late Paul Morton, and its 
immense funds will go to increase 
M r Morgan’s financial resources, 
which are already sufficiently large 
to satisfy most men.

The imagination curiously in­
quires where M r Morgan’s finan­
cial conquests will end. If he 
lives ten years longer and con­
tinues the enterprises which he has 
been carrying on lately, will any 
independent concerns be left in 
the country, or will he be master 
of them all ? Should all or most 
of them fall under his sway the re­
sults might be interesting. To  the 
modern world money is the breath 
of life. Our personal liberty, 
means of earning a livelihood, 
self-respect and the welfare of our 
families all depend intimately up­
on the manner in which it is issued 
and manipulated.

Were it possible for one man to 
control the money of the country 
he would be its ruler far more 
absolutely than the Czar rules 
Russia. The power of Nicholas 
is in large part a mere show which 
would lose its substance were the 
priesthood to desert him, or were 
the army to become disloyal. But 
the man who has the money oi 
the Nation in his grasp need in­
voke the aid of no priest or army. 
Power flows to him as rivers seek 
the sea. The monetary sovereign 
is a new kind of despot whose 
emergence is an instructive de­
velopment of democracy.

The ancient democracies had 
their demagogues who gained 
authority by eloquence or personal 
magnetism. In modern de­
mocracies it sometimes seems as if 
the place of the demagogue were 
to be assumed by the money-gogue. 
Whether he will prove to be a 
power for good or merely another 
instrumentality of evil is a question 
which only the future can answer.

Naw Potatoes Every Day.

In Portland several years ago 
lived an old man whose daily 
round, with a sack of nice, fresh 
new potatoes, summer and winter 
alike, netted him a comfortable 
income. The secret of production 
was lost, when the old man died 
15 years ago, but the Spokesman- 
Review comes to the front with 
the announcement that the city 
housewife can garden in her cellar 
and have new potatoes every 
month in the year, The trick is 
to keep the potatoe absolutely in 
the dark. Such, at least, are the 
claims of a French farmer. The 
basis fpr the claim is that potatoes 
buried in dry dirt or any other 
pulverised stuff that conducts heat 
badly will not sprout. Take big. 
2-year-old potatoes that are per­
fectly sound.; H ie to an absolutely 
dark cellar or closet. Spread fine, 
dry dirt two or three inches evenly 
on a table. Dampen the potatoes, 
bury them half way in the soil 
and plant kthem in rows spaced 
about four inches apart. A  fort­
night or three weeks later the 
potatoes will have become covered 
with tiny white points. These 
change, several days later, into 
little potatoes that grow rapidly. 
W hen they have become reason­
ably large they are removed and 
cooked or »old. But the old 
potatoes bear another crop several 
weeks later, or even a third. In 
fact, it is alleged, budding con­
tinues until the exhaustion of the 
parent potato leaves it nothing 
but skin. Thus do accident, for 
this new farming is an accidental 
discovery, and science conspire to 
reduce the cost of living.
