Heat your knife before cutting
hard soap.

on it to clean up the grease spots
on your kitchen floor,

In making cake with fruit in it,
beef suet and butter, half and half,
is better than all butter.

Glue pieces of felt or pieces of
old rubber to the bottom of the
chair legs, and there will be no
scratched floors and less noise.

Put a few grains of rice into
your salt shakers. They will
break the lumps, gather the mois-
ture and make the salt come out
freely.

An emergency glue may be
made of rice. Boil a handful of
rice in water until it is a thick fine

paste, Very good for pasting

When a ham or smoked tongue

has been boiled, try plunging it in
cold water as soon as removed
from the fire; this will make the
skin come off easily and smothly.

String beans cut with a pair of
sharp scissors, on a slant, instead
of straight accross, will cook more
quickly if one happens to be
pressed for time. This may seem
a notion, but try it, and you will
find the beans will cook "quicker
than when broken straight across.

To keep moles from a bed, sink
a close-mesh wire netting a foot
wide into the soil around, allow-
ing it to extend about two inches
above the surface, If you have
no netting, use boards. Either
will prevent the entrance of moles

into the bed.
