The distri 
bution of this beetle is general over 
the Pacific New West, and is doin/fi 
thousands of dollars’ worth of dam 
age annually.

The last assessment of Sherman 
county, summarized today in The 
Observer, shows a total „valuation 
of $6,045,230. The same list last 
year totaled $5,932,000, a gain for 
1911 amounting to $113,230, not 
withstanding the cry of hard times. 
What’s the matter with G ood Old 
Sherman County? She’s all right.

W ood pulp and printing paper 
from Canada will be free, by vir­
tue of the reciprocity measure, 
even though all the rest of it -is 
kicked over by the Canadians. 
This is one thing to be thankful 
for, and it may prove an object 
lesson, and an opening wedge for 
further free trade between the two 
countries, which, as a matter of 
fact, ought to be entirely free, as 
to articles manufactured or pro­
duced in either country.

The high cost o f living i- kcj<’ 
high'by the piracy pi dealers; only 
last week Portland wholesalers in 
the line of family supplies, sent 2% 
car loads of vegetables, canteloups 
etc., to the crematory, because it 
was a surplus that threatened to 
bear the retail trade. Mayor 
Shank, of Indianapolis, set a good 
example for correcting such evils 
last Saturday, when he bought a 
car load of potatoes first hands, 
cut out the middlemen entirely, 
and sold direct to the people at 
cost, as a rebuke to commission 
merchants for their unreasonable 
advances, giving consumers the 
difference between 75 cents and 
$1.80 per bushel.

Stopping a Scowge of tke Weevil.

Five hundred cases of condition 
powders, a staple stock medicine, 
have been confiscated by the state 
dairy and food commission and 
burned at Portland. The powders 
were found to be filled with worms 
of the weevil variety and repre­
sented an appalling danger to 
flour and feed, or foodstuffs ot a 
similar nature which were to be 
found in the same warehouse.

The consignment was shipped 
by an Omaha company, which,on 
being notified of its condition tel­
egraphed an order for its destruc­
tion. The consignment was being 
held at Clay, Morse & C o.’s ware­
house; on discovery of the pres­
ence of the weevils the state com­
mission was notified and made the 
investigation.

The same variety of bugs have 
been tested in the laboratory of the 
O. A. C., a few being put in a box 
of pepper, and at the expiration 
of a short time the pepper had 
entirely disappeared and the box 
was filled with a writhing mass of 
weevils.

According to the state chemist 
the weevils contained in the con­
dition powders (funny stuff to give 
to sick animals), would have been 
sufficient to have brought about 
damages of $100,000 to flour and 
other grocery stock on storage.

Proof that Publicity Pays. *

Driven out of the southwest by 
crop reverses, a group of settlers 
became homeseekers and found 
their way to Umatilla county. It 
is a long jump from Oklahoma to 
The Oregon Inland Empire, but 
it is one that has been taken with 
profit to numerous housekeepers 
the past three or four years. These 
people came because literature 
descriptive of Umatilla county had 
found its way into their hands; 
there was no other attraction; pub­
licity was enough; and it proves 
once more what all community 
building experts realize; what the 
railroads have spent thousands of 
dollars to prove, and what all who 
are dependent on convincing the 
man at a distance must learn, soon­
er or later, if they are to achieve 
success: viz. “It is publicity that 
pays, and pays well.“

What the state fair is to Oregon 
the county fair should be to the 
county. The man who lives apart 
from his fellows is sure to deterio­
rate and if his isolation is com ­
plete he becomes a savage.
