Optimist: T h e  question o f 
Wasco a n d  Sherman counties 
making purchase of the Sherar toll 
roads and bridge was up for con­
sideration before the county courts 
of |Wasco and Sherman counties 
in session last week. _

The Eastern Oregon Land com­
pany, present owners of the road, 
want $5,000 for 26 miles of toll 
road and the Sherar bridge across 
Des Chutes. This toll road 'is 
very well known to older settlers 
and was for years the principal 
route of travel from Mitchell, 
Prineville and Antelope to The 
Dalles. Since the building of rail 
roads it has lost its importance in 
this respect, but the old grades are 
still -necessary for the Wamic and 
Tygh residents to reach Sherar 
depot on the Oregon Trunk and 
for southern Sherman county to 
Fargher depot on Des Chutes rail 
road, a short distance from Sherar 
bridge. All direct hauling and 
communication between Grass 
Valley; Tygh and Wamic still 
passes over this bridge and will on 
account of grades so. continue 
after the completion of the free 
bridge at Maupin.

Evening Journal: The Oregon 
Electric can reach Corvallis by a 
six-mile branch from its Albany- 
Eugene line; an easy way for the 
company to annex a large traffic 
at comparatively small cost. Cor­
vallis is a rapidly growing city; it 
has in addition a student popula 
tion of 1,200 to 1,500; is the seat 
of the Oregon Agricultural college, 
an institution that is much visited, 
which makes passenger traffic.

Corvallis is the heart of a rich 
agricultural zone; the center of 
an area capable of sustaining a big 
population of small farmers." T he 
city more than doubled in popula­
tion and probably trebled in prop­
erty values in ten years. Some 
electric road is going to reach 
Corvallis; if the Hills don’t put 
one there, somebody else will. 
When if goes it will do the busi­
ness, just as the electric road is do-

Pioneeflh like J B. Mowry, who 
lave resided in Sherman county 
for twenty to thirty years, say that 
the snow fall which has visited 
this section within the last week is 
the second largest in the farming 
listory of this county.

An estimate of three feet of 
snow is conceeded to be near aij 
accurate average; the fall begin­
ning Friday, January 5th, at mid­
night and continued steadily until 
Saturday evening; with another 
fall on M onday of two inches at 
Moro and four inches at Wasco.

Damage to property is slight a- 
side from wreckage of wheat ware- 
iouses. T he Wasco Warehouse 
Milling Co., lost a warehouse at 
Klondike and at Moro and 100 
feet off their house at Grass Valley; 
The Kerr Gifford Co., lost 64 feet 
off a house at Grass Valley; an­
other warehouse is crushed flat at 
Gibson; gq ^uuoocup'Ld. black­
smith shop was crushed at Moro; 
the Tourist Bed Co., at DeMoss 
lost their building by the storm.

A crew was recruited in Moro 
Mqpday to work the snow off the 
warehouse roofs at DeMoss, and 
Tuesday they ' were doing the 
6ame sort of work at Erskinville. 
Another crew wore hard at work 
at Moro all Monday working the 
snow off the roofs of store build­
ings and residences that might not 
be strong enough to hold up un­
der the weight of melting snow 
when a rising temperature pro­
duces a change.

Trains have been blocked on 
the main line of theO-W R & N; 
there being no mail Sunday, but 
Monday the mails arrived com­
paratively on time. In Portland 
the electric light, telephone, and 
street car service were demoral­
ized by the storm in nearly the 
same manner as five years ago 
when that city first experienced 
what is termed a silver thaw, 
caused by falling tain and snow 
changing to ice as it came in con­
tact with the ground, wires or trees. 
During this storm in Portland, the 
temperature held steadily at 29 de­
grees.

During the storm at Moro the 
mercury held a/pund .zero; going 
from six above to three below; at 
10 o’clock Tuesday morning it 
registered 34 above, with a fair 
chinook wind blowing

Mayor Goffin has given orders 
that gasoline be conserved as 
much as possible, consrstant with 
good light and water service, un­
til a further supply be secured to 
insure service of these city institu­
tions if there should be a repeti­
tion of four and two years ago 
when a chinook wind reduced 
snow on the hills to raging water 
in the canyons that swept the rail­
road grade and bridges to such an 
extent that Sherman county had 
no train or mail facilities for six 
weeks.

A peculiar feature of the storm 
was the blocking with snow of a 
chimney at the residence of C L 
Ireland.

Another was the disrobing act 
of Max Plumpke while helping to 
dislodge snow from the warehouse 
owned by the Moro Hardware 
and Implement^Co.; his foot 
slipped, his trousers caught, and 
he came sailing over and off the 
roof. This act n  quite popular 
with theatre patrons in the east, 
performed by feminine actors, the 
result attained is practically the 
same, though -eedured by other 
means.
