Oregon Statutes need Ethical Beacingup

Judge Morrow of Portland, is
reported to have decided that
“under the statutes of Oregon it is
no crime for a public, official to
solicit a bribe.”

However justified technically
the judge may perhaps have'been
in this decission, yet all good men
and true everywhere will wish
that he had not found to this ef-
fect.

The reasons for such an inter-
pretation are sure to be misunder-
stood by nonlegal people. The
alleged facts that the solicited per-
son did not agree to give the bribe,
and that this nonacceptance of the
offer nullified it, do not in the
least satisfy the moral sense of
straightforward men nor mitigate
their honor at the idea that solicit
ing a bribe is not a crime. There
seems to be a screw loose in  the
law, and the moral effect can not
fail to be damaging wherever it
becomes known.
