11 pounds for about 10 cents.

He says the country
newspaper man should have an
annual profit of $6 ontevery copy
of his paper-in circulation, which

What the Primary Elections Cost. &

According to the figures given
out by the clerk of Baker county,
the cost of each vote cast in that
county at the recent primaries was
65 cents. This much for judges,
clerks, deputies, and ballots. The
men who carried the ballot boxes
from outside precincts were paid
2,545 miles mileage, bringing the
baxes to the court house for the
final canvass. '

May 4th was the {ast date on
which a statement of campaign
expenses should be filed in the
office of the secretary of state, and
the name of no candidate will ap-
pear on the official ballot unless
this official statement is filed, as
provided by the corrupt practice
law : and there is a penalty pro-
vided for those who failed to be
nominated and have not filed a
statement of campaign expenses.

It cost President Taft $4,339 to
run for preference (?) candidate jn
Oregon ! If it cost him this much
in every state he is now in over
$250,000,.and provided he gets it,
he would just be starting on the
campaign, which, at the same rate
would make the cost over $500,000
to get the office the people want
him to have. It is apparent from
this statement that this alleged plan
for the election of a poor man on
equal footing with the rich, is a
farce and a fraud, and a useless
burden to the taxpayer.

Several clergymen ‘have lately
given vent to their indignation at
Senator John Sharp Williams
and to their surprise at the senate’s
failure to rebuke him. Senator
Williams' offense consisted of
reading aloud in the senate what
the Washington correspondents
called a parody of the Apostles
creed. Senator Williams may be
loft to his own reflections. Wise
after the event, he has had his of-
fensive words stricken from the
Record. This is not much, but it
is better to be wise after the event
than to be a fool all the time.
The behavior of the senate has an
interest which lasts a little longer.
Why has no senator, made the
protest which theclergymen think
elementary self-respect should
have led the senate to make?
Why was nothing said or done
about Mr Williams.
