This community was profoundly 
stirred last Friday night when it 
became known that, for reasons 
unknown, Jamies G. Huis had died 
by bis own band ,at jh e  family 
home east of.M o ro .

'T'The young pian had been alone 
all day plowing until, at five p.m. 
a neighbor happened to see him 
take the team in for the day. His 
wife, Mrs. Grace Thompsondduls, 
was at her parents home, but a 
short distance away; his mother 
was at the bedlgde of sick daughter 
Mrs. Ola Hub Ruggles; his father 
and married sister. Mrs. A llie  Huis 
Ruggles, w errittending the field 
meet at Grass V.

The tragedy had evidently taken 
place somewhere in the neighbor­
hood o f sevens o ’clock as he had 
written a le tte fT  his wife dated 
6:30 p. m „ and one also to. his 
parents written »bout the same 
time. In theft,|etters no reference 
was made at f t  t e direct cause of 
the rash act,w fy  saying that no 
one knew any thing about his 
troubles and that no one wa< to 
be blamed for Bis deed. After 
writing the letters Mr. Huis must 
have gone up stairs; , laid down 
upon the bed; crossed his feet; 
pulled his shirt back with his left 
hand and shot himself through Qie 
heart with his right hand; death 
being instantaneous; he not moving 
after the shot was discharged.

The match went J 
out as he reached over to wake his i 
boy and instead he felt the revol­
v e r.' He does n o t know how he 
got down stairs and with bis auto 
as far as the fair grounds where he 
wrecked it and ran the rest of the 
way to-town fo f  the help whieh 
could not avail.

The funeral was the saddest and 
the largest of any ever held in 
Moro; Dr. W. S. Nichol of Hood 
River preaching the sermon from 
the Methodist Episcopal church 
to a congregation gathered to pay 
their last respects to one who had 
grown up in their midst from a 
boy. The building was crowded 
and a number who attended could 
not gain admittance; the W ood­
men and Circle attended the ser­
vices in a body. Floral offerings 
in profusion were sent by friends, 
the casket being covered with the 
emblems of spring time.

James G. Huis was born Octob­
er, 1889, in Missouri and died 
near M oro May 23d, 1913-, he 
came to Sherman county with his 
parents 1891 and was a graduate 1 
of M oro schools; married Miss 
Grace Thompson February 5th, 
1913. He was one of the best 
young irten that we have ever , 
known; he had no bad habits of 
any kind, and was very popular 
with all who knew hiru. A number 
of his young friends say of him 
that they havg never heard him 
speak il l o f any One, even when 
he might have angry provocation; 
that is sqmething that cannot be 
said of many of us and speaks 
volumes as to his character. He 
was but a young man and to young 1 
people life is serious and trouble, 
when it comes, is very hard.

Eighty old soldiers from Ore­
gon, survivors o f the battle, w ill 
participate in the semi-centennial 
celebration of the battle of Gettys­
burg. Among them w ill be our 
fellow townsman .Judge -J. M. 
Parry. A n  appropriation was 
made by the last state legislature 
for their expenses.
