station. Also the county court 
w ill soon begin work on the pro­
ject adopted last fall, to «improve 
the road leading from this county 
to The Dalles by way of Fulton 
canyon; the camp for this last 
mentioned project has been select­
ed and A. L. Bagley will be chef 
while the work is in progress. The 
two roads are but a few miles 
apart, but the most important for 
the county at large is the one be­
ing undertaken by the county 
officials with Win. Henrichs in 
charge. '

New Train Schedule

A  new schedule went into effect 
upon the O -W  R A N  Go. lines 
February 8th. The most import­
ant change to residents of Sher­
man county is no more connect­
ing at Sherman with the early 
DesChutes train into The Dalles. 
Another change is the doing away 
with The Dalles-Portland local 
and having the train running into 
Spokane do- the local work be­
tween those points; this train stops 
on signal at Biggs, from Portland, 
at 7.58 p.m. while No. 5 in the 
morning stops on signal at Biggs at 
7.47 for Portland. The passen­
ger from Shaniko now passes 
Moro at 9.20 a. m., ten minutes 
earlier, and leaves Biggs on the 
return trip at 12.40, but ar­
rives at Moro only five minutes 
earlier and at Shaniko at the 
previous time. The connecting 
train from Portland arrives at 
Biggs at 12.10 and for Portland at 
12.40, stopping in The Dalles 45 
minutes, so that passengers w ill 
not become dizzy by too soon an 
arrival in Portland.
