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W ithin the last few months the 
dpiry industry of the state haa felt 
a new influence; Oregon butter 
has encountered a new competitor 
Owing to the reduction of the 
import duty of? foreign butter, 
New Zealand and Australian but­
ter has been coming into our state 
in considerable quantities. Over 
65.000 pounds, or 3 2#  tons were 
received during the last two 
months of the year.

Some of the butter received 
was of a very good grade, rank 
¡ng with our beat, while other 
shipments were of interior grade. 
It is coming in larger quantities at 
this time because this is their sum­
mer season in Australia and New  
Zealand and their production is 
at the maximum.

During winter months (corre­
sponding with our summer 
months) they do practically no 
dairying and it is not likely that 
this foreign butter will affect our 
markets except that it should pre­
vent extremely high prices here in 
winter, a condition that will be 
greatly appreciated by the con­
sumer.

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The importance of having an 
economical home has been em­
phasized by the farm architect of 
the department *df agriculture, 
who states that the mental and 
physical fitness of the laborers 
both within the house and in the 
fields are vitally affected by the 
building that affords the family 
shelter.

The most important building 
on a farm is the home. The 
health, comfort, and happiness of 
the family are dependent upon its 
construction and equipment, and 
unless these matters are looked 
after the saniatary dairy’ barn or 
the economically constructed 
buildings for stock are of little 
value. Happiness and content­
ment in the family are as essentia 
to efficient service as approved 
tools and outbuildings.

Although the housewife spends, 
in many cases, a lifetime in her 
“workshop/* the kitchen, and the 
family rooms, she is not as a rule 
capable of planning a house in 
the highest degree serviceable and 
comfortable without assistance.

One of the most important de­
tails regarding the average Ameri­
can house is that it must be inex­
pensive. The average annual net 
income of today, after deducting 
5 per cent interest on investment, 
is less than $400. . This does not 
mean that the houses may not be 
attractive. They may, if intelli­
gently planned and with the help 
of vines, shrubs, and trees, be­
come the prettiest spots in the
ajpdscape, and more beautiful 

and inexpen»ivfeP*than’ crowded 
city houses.

The possible economy in house 
hold labor and the conservation 
of the strength of the housewife 
are two important factors to be 
considered in the construction of

home. Pleasant and comfort­
able homes tend to hold families 
together; but the cheerless, on- 
ovable, and insanitary houses 
drive girls and boys away.

After economy in the construc­
tion of the building and in the 
housework has been attained, at 
tention will be given, to develop­
ing beauty. Simplicity in line and 
good proportions are meant by 
the use of thts-word beauty, and 
not so-called applied“ornaments. 
This simplicity is entirely in keep­
ing with a general plan of 
economy.

Economy however, is not a 
synonym for cheapness. Double 
strength glass may be more eco­
nomical than single strength, not­
withstanding its greater first cost. 
A kitchen sink is a paying invest­
ment; screened-in porches, sleep­
ing porches double or trible win­
dows, and kitchen conveniences 
are fine economical features which

For year 1913, the law operates 
only from March 1st to Decem­
ber 31 so the incomes, deductions 
and exemptions are figured ac­
cordingly.
