In  a bulletin issued by the cen­
sus bureau of the departm ent of 
commerce it is said that in the 27 
yean last passed the public in­
debtedness o f the state has de­
creased materially; for each $1000 
owing in 1890 there was but $653 
owing in 1913.

T h e  debt of the state was at no  
time large and shows a marked  
decrease during the period, w hile  
the population m ore than quad­
rupled; these two causes resulted 
in a very small per capita debt. 
In  1880 the total debt ot O regon  
at the close of the year was 
$511,000; in 1890 it fell to $2,000, 
but in 1912 amounted to $31,000. 
T h e  population o f the state in ­
creased from  175,000 in 1880 to  
731.000 in 1912. In  1880 the per 
capita debt was $2.93; in 1890 it 
ell to $0.01; reaching the m axi­

m um , $0.68, in 1900; and subse­
quently declining to $0.04 in 1912.

In  contrast with the state of 
Oregon taking the entire debt of 
48 states per capita debt according 
to the latest report is $3.52, o r 
$3.48 more than the per capita 
debt of O regon. Com paring the 
decrease in the per capita debt of 
Oregon and the 48 states for the 
>eriod, we find that $5.48 fell to 

! ¡3.52 in the average for the 48 
states, and $2.93 to $0.04 in 
O regon.

A t the present tim e about 0.8  
per cent o f the total population  
of the U n ited  States w ill be found  
in  the state of O regon, and less 
than one-tenth of 1 per cent of
the total debt is attributed to this 
state.

M a y o r A lbee of Portland, from  
his office w indow, saw what ap­

T h ey  are also seeking their 
own protection, as in the past 
many of them have been victim ­
ized by sharpers who tem porarily  
established themselves and ’ after 
fleecing country shippers depart­
ed for parts unknown.

From  500,000 bushels in 1869, 
of the potato crop of O regon has 

grown to almost nine m illions  
1913. T h e  heaviest increase 
curred during the last five years.
T h e  m oney value o f the crop  
grew from  $300,000 in 1869 to al­
most $8,000,000 last year. T h e  
market for good potatos has held  
fairly  steady and there has been 
but one disastrous year, that o f 
1912.

A  comparison between the aver­
age yield in Oregon and the yield  
of the best potato states in the 
U n ited  States show O regon’s pos­
sibilities in this industry to very  
great advantage. W h ile  there are 
a few states that produce a higher 
yield  per acre than O regon, this 
fact ia attributed to the greater 
care given the crop in those states. 
T h e  average yield per acre in the
