His life was gentle; and the elements so mixed in him
that nature might stand up and say to all the world, *“This was
a man.”—Shakespeare.

brave without rashness; constant without obstinacy. -His love
of justice was only equalled by his delight in compassion.

He loved the peace of quiet ways, and yet he breke the clasp
of clinging arms, turned from the witching glances of tender
eyes, left good-bye kisses upon tiny lips to look death in the
face on desperate fields.

And when the war was over he quietly took up the broken
threads of love and life as best he could, a better citizen for
having been so good a soldier.—John M. Thurston.
