Oregon well said: ““The railroads
are the property of the stockhold-
ers but railway service is the prop-
erty of the people.”

According to a report issued by
Ben W. Olcott, secretary of state,
there was a total of $146,232 col-
lected by the state automobile Ii-
cense department for 1916 at a to-
tal cost of $26,244.55. There will
be a refund to the various coun-
ties ot $119,987.45, of this amount
Sherman county will receive $1,-
326.39 for roads. The depart-
ment handled more work last
year than ever before, did it at
less per cent of cost and returned
a larger per cent of collections to
the counties.

Parsimonious Ecomomy.

The city is competing with the
farm for young people of Oregon.
Unless farm life is made more in-
teresting and attractive the lure of
the bright lights will continue to
draw more and more of the boys
and girls of our state away from
the wholesome country into the
sordid congestion of the metropo-
lis.

To help make agriculture more
interesting to young people, and
farm life more attractive, there
have been installed in many
schools courses in agriculture,
opening the mind to knowledge
which transforms mere drudgery
into enthusiasm.

Our agricultural college,through
its extension courses and the work
of the county agriculturists, has
been co-operating with the state
superintendent of public instruc-
tion and the local school authori-
ties to popularize scientific farm-
ing knowledge. While this edu-
cational work has resulted in bet-
ter crops and more profits, that is
less important than what it does
for the young people.

This work is sustained by state
appropriations. One of these ap-
propriations has been cut out; the
others are in jeopardy. The fath-
ers and mothers of Oregon should
make it known to their legislators
that this work should not be
sacrificed so long as it is possible
to economize, and these agricul-
tural education items will be elim-
inated unless legislators learn that
these expenditures are of great
benefit to the boys and girls of the
state. C. C. Chapman.
