The Conscription Procedure

The names of eighty young 
men of Sherman county have 
been drawn by the national lot­
tery at Washington from which 30 
will be taken to make up the first 
quota from this county in the Na­
tional Army now forming. In 
the order as drawn the 30 will 
come before the local examining 
board, composed of Dr. C.L. Fo­
ley, Sheriff McKean and Clerk 
McPherson, where exemptions 
upon physical grounds will be 
passed upon.

A ll other claims for exemption 
will be passed upon by the board 
for this district, located at La- 
Grande, Di. C. T. Bacon, F. S. 
Ivanhoe, J. F. O ’Connell, N. K. 
West and Walter M. Pierce. This 
board will pass upon the claims 
for exemption based upon other 
than physical condition.

An examining board composed 
of army officers has supervisory 
power over the action of each of 
those boards and can, if they deem 
best, conduct separate examina­
tions of those who may be ex­
empted by the two boards. The 
acts of this last board are final.

Receipts From National Forest*.

Gross receipts from the national 
forests of Oregon, Washington 
and Alaska, comprising the North 
Pacific district of the forest service, 
for the fiscal year ending June 30, 
1917, were $644,937.57, according 
to a report just compiled in the 
office of District Forester Geo. H. 
Cecil, Portland. Ore.

Twenty-five per cent of the to­
tal receipts from national forest 
business will go to the counties in 
which the forests are located as 
part ot the road and school funds. 
Ten percent more will be used in 
the construction of roads and trails 
within the national forests. In 
round numbers this amounts to 
$159,000 and $63,000 respectively. 
The states of Oregon and Wash­
ington further benefit in the sums 
of $127,XXX) and $92,000, respect­
ively, for forest roads, under the 
Shackelford Act.» Wednesday, Aug.

Uncle SamS tremendous war 
business has already begun to 
move and is the principal reason 
behind the concerted campaign 
undertaken by the railroads to in­
duce the shippers not to waste an 
inch of car space. Estimates by 
the New York Journal of Com­
merce indicate that 64,000 freight 
cars will be needed to haul con­
struction materials to the 16 can­
tonments which will house the 
new American army. This does 
not include cars that will be need­
ed to move troops nor the 3.500 
to 5,000 workmen who will be at­
tached to each mi’ itary city. Then, 
too, it must be remembered that 
many of these cantonments will be 
located where no terminal rai 
road facilities exist, and these will 
have tc be 'constructed before work 
o n \ t ^  cantonments themselves 
can start.
