secre tly  planned to  d o m in a te  the  w o rld , 
proceeded to c a rry  o u t the  plan w lth e u t  
reg ard  e ith e r  to the  eacred ob lig ations  
of tre a ty  or th e  long - estab lished  p ra c ­
tices and long - cherished p rincip les  of 
te rn a tio n a l action  and honor; . . . T h Is
po w er Is not the  G e rm a n  people.

TH IS WAR IS ONfe OF SELF- J 
PRESERVATION

•‘Here,’’ says Everyman. “ was a 
Kaiserdnm spckioj: world domination 
—and perilously near encompassing 
It unless the world united to repel 
him .” Thus the radical land reform er 
pcet the Issuer Ib there any one still 
blind to I t '

But were we In America directly 
threatened? We were, and we ara 
threatened. A German book published 
In the United States In 1914, and 
called “Truth About Germany.” Bought 
to inflame us against England and 
France, and to persuade ub that Amer­
ica and Germany had common Ideals, 
characteristics, and methods. (May 
God save us!) It argued smoothly: 
"Two nations united by such common 
Inclinations arjd Ideals, boldness of en­
terprise, far sightedness, quickness of 
decision, adm iration- for intellectual 
achievements, can not help being ex­
ceedingly congenial to each other." 
P leasant words—but a lying tongue. 
Would Germany, once m aster of Eu­
rope, remember our ’-.“congeniality,’* 
and be a good neighbor In the Anier- 
leas?

The Germans when w riting for hotaa 
oonsumption hold a d ifferent language 
about world relations and “neighbors." 
“Form erly German thought was shu t 
up In her German corner, but now 
the world shall have Its coat cut ac­
cording to German measure, and as 
far as our swords flash and G erman 
bloods flows, the circle of the  earth  
Bhall come under the  tutelage of Ger­
man activity .” “ A sturdy German 
egoism m ust characterize all political 
action. . . . The first principle of
our policy, both a t home and abroad« 
m ust be th a t in everything th a t hap­
pens the Germans should come off

•  best, and the o thers should have a 
bad tim e pf IL” A nice, congenial 
neighbor!

But Germany, when honest, d irectly  
avows her purpose, ultim ately, against 
America. We m ust "w ake up,” or we 
will be the easy “next step” In her 
ambitions. “Germany . . . may In
lesB than two centuries succeed In 
dom inating the whole globe . . .  If  
only It can in tim e strike  out a ’new 
course,’ and definitely break with An­
glo-American methods of governm ent, 
and w ith the state-destroying Ideals 
of the Revolution.” She Is try ing  out 
lier “new course” now. “O ns th ing  
alone can profit the German people: 
the acquleltion of new territo ry , 
th a t alone can really promote the 
diffusion, the growth, and the deep­
ening of Germanium.” “ Before seel^
Ing to found a G reater Germany In 
other  continents, we must seek to 
create a G reater G erm an! In Central 
Europe.” “We m ust . . . see to
It th a t the outcome of our next suo- 
ceesful war must be the acquisition 
of colonies" “ We must make room 
for an em pire of Germanic race which 
shall num ber 100.000,000 Inhabitants, 
In order tha t we may hold our own 
against masses such as those of Russia 
and the United States."

Still fu rther, It Is no longer a secret 
th a t Germany, while we w ere- still 
unprepared—were neu tra l—and while 
Germany still ostensibly sought our 
frisndMblp, secretly planned, when vic­
torious In Europe, to pick a quarrel 
w ith us snd wring from «« part of the 
costs of her European war.

If the American “easy cha ir” In 
still too com fortable for serious 
thought of what Germany m eant to 
do to ut. then America deservss tb s  
fate  In store for her. This Is the 
m aterial side of our peril, but them  
la another and deeper side.

This war Is our war. to secure OK  
purposes In national and In In terna­
tional development i f  Germany should 
inn , her principles must trium ph and 
force alone must rule the  world, w ith 
the strong ex»do«ln< the rq rth . • I f  
the war eudx In u drua'.J I'U.’.c. w ith 
Germany unchanged In Ideals and pur­
poses all that Is le ft of th s  world 
will l>e compelled to engage In the 
race of m ilitary preparedness, and ths 
world will be forced to adopt Ger­
many’s methods—now so hateful to us. 
A Germany undefeated would form  
us to destroy the very basis of our 
government, our |>ollcy. our social and 
Industrial life—to devote ourselves, 
capital and labor. i>ersone and prop- 
• rty , to one object—s mighty mili­
tarism . Unless we win this war th s  
m lghtest. moat upsetting. mo<; fan- 
rbaohlng change this nation has e ia r  
known is upon us. We are fighting 
for liberty to continue In our accus­
tomed line of progress

BRIEF NEWS OF THE WAR

The successful bombing by Ameri­
can aviators of a station  and railroad 
tracks In a town behind the German 
lines was reported jl>y G eneral P er­
shing. A num ber of d irect h its were 
made and all the A m erican machines 
returned.

The excellence of the American a r ­
tillery  fire was largely responsible for 
the capture by American m arines of 
approxim ately  400 prisoners in the 
fighting which resulted  In the clearing 
out of the Belleu wood, northw est of 
Chateau Thierry.

In Macedonia the operations daily 
Increase in Im portance. Along the 
greater part of the front there have 
been heavy reciprocal bom bardm ents 
and Bulgarian troops several tim es 
have endeavored to penetrate  the al 
lied lines. All the ir efforts, however, 
m et with ill success.

Five days sufficed to stay the Oer 
man offensive between M ontdldier and 
Noyon whose objective was Com 
piegne. Despite long preparation, the 
G erm ans were unable to overcome 
French resistance and brilliant coun 
te r a ttacks by the allied troops took 
back everything of Im portance which 
fell Into the hands of the enemy dur­
ing the firs t rush with large m asses 
of troops

Italian and allied arm ies are sus 
ta 'n ing  an A ustrian a ttack  along the 
front of the Italian th ea te r from the 
northw est of the Asiago plateau east 
ward to the l’iave river and thence 
aloug tha t streuui to where It Joins 
the headw aters of tb s  A driatic sea. a 
front of nearly 100 mite». Tbe allied 
troops everyw here are strongly hold­
ing the enemy. The Italians have ta 
ken more than 3000 A ustrians prison 
er. among them 89 officers.

W ashington.—To give the allies l 
m astering  superiority  of num bers o v e r  
the G erman invaders, A m erican troops 
are being rushed to France as rapidly 
as tran sp o rt tonnage will p e rm it

W hen the purpose will he realized • 
cannot now be foretold, but more than 
800,600 men have been seql overseas 
and th is num ber will be Increased to 
1,000,000 early in July.,

These facts were announced by Gen-1 
eral Peyton C. March, chief of staff.
In beginning the governm ent’s new 

'policy of giving new spaperm en a 
weekly summ ary of battle  conditions. ] 

Facing a great map of the battle 
lines with every operation of the Ger- I 
man offensive shown upon It, General 
March drew a graphic p icture of a 
single gigantic campaign extending 
from Rhelins to the sea, where the al­
lied lines have been battered  back in 
four successive phases.

The g reat wedge of assau lt has now | 
Increased the allied lines 6ff miles 
from Rhelms to Ypres.

“ in a condition of this kind," said 
General March, with a gesture at the ' 
map, “ where a new line has to be held 
and where the a ttacks of the Germans 
have been made with such large forces 
as they have, the im portance of get­
ting American troops to the front is . 
more and morgv pre-em inent.”

General March made it clear that ■ 
'  there is no doubt In his mind or in 
! th a t of the allied m ilitary leaders that 
I the channel ports are the main objec­

tive of the whole German effort.

HONORS AWARDED TO 
SIX U. S. SOLDIERS

W ashington.— ard of the d istin­
guished service prosB to six membera 
of the American forces in France, four 
of whom are dead, was reported by 
G eneral Pershing Those honored were 
Major Alexander Rasmussen, U. 3. IL, 
Infantry ; Sergeant Gray E. Swingle 
engineer#; P rivate Oscar Griffith, am­
bulance company, and P rivate Frank 
J. Goldcamp, engineers, all of whom 
were killed or died of wounds, and 
Corporal Thomas A. Carroll, inlantry, 
and P rivate Leslie M. Lane, Infantry.

The addresses of the men follow; 
Major Rasmussen, Sherwood, Or.; Ser 
geant Swingle, Newark, Ohio; Cor­
poral Carroll, C incinnati; Privates 
G riffith, Gadsden, Ala., and Goldcamp, 
Ironton. OhlQ.

G eneral Pershing gm e brief descrip 
tlons of tha incidents iu ayhlcb the 
men distinguished themselves, Of 
Major Rasm ussen he said:

“ Major Rasm ussen (posthum ous) 
proceeded to his post of command, In 
spite of heavy bouihardm ent, In order 
to save Im portant papers, and while 
thus engaged was killed by shell fire.” I
