“The object of this war Is to dellver
the free ,eoples of the world from the
menace and the actual power of a vast
military estaplishment controlled by an
irresponsible government, which, having
secretly planned to dominate the world,
proceeded to carry out the plan without
regard elther to the sacred obligations
of treaty or the long-established prac-
tices and long-cherished principles of_In-
ternational action and honor; . . - This
power I8 not the German people., It Is
the ruthless master of the German peo-
ple. . . . It Is our business to see to
it that the history of the rest of the
world Is no longer left to Its handling."”
—President Wilson, August 27, 1917.
WE FIGHT FOR PEACE AND FOR

SELF-RESPECT.

What sort of a peace does Germany
hope to secure? That can be an-
gwered in a sentence: a peace which
will enable her to fulfill in the nerf,
war the aims she has failed to ful-
fill in this. What is the peace the
Allies wish? Again the answer is
brief: a peace that will make sure
that “it shall not happen again.”

This war has already killed (not
maimed or wounded) over 8,000,000
voung and vigorous men, yet Germany
still believes that war is essential to
human progress, and that any, act,
however atrocious, I8 permissible g0

long as 4t is an act of war. Against
that theory America has set her will.
Does anyone still doubt that Ger

many belleves in war? Here are four
leaders of Germany speaking: “Per-
petual peace is a dream, and it is not
even & beautiful dream; war forms
part of the eternal order institnted
by God.”” *“A long peace not only
leads to emervatiom, but allows of the
existence of a multitude of pitiful,
trembling, miserable creatures .
who cling fast to life with loud cries
about their ‘right’ to exist, block the
way for real strength, make the alr
fetid, and altogether defile the blood
of the nation.” “The worst of hypoc-
risies is the participation by Ger-
many in The Hague Conference.” “We
must not look for permanent peace as
a result of this war. Heaven defend
Germany from that” And Treitschke,
the historian-tutor to the military
class of Germany, taught over and
over again that war was the only
means of achieving world leadership:
that war “is to be conceived asg an
ordinance set by God”; that “war is
just and moral, and that the ldea of

eternal peace is _both -unjust and fm-

moral - and impossible.”

These theories, put in practice, have
made of ‘Germany the Cain of clviliza-
tlon—“his hand agalnst every man’s
hand.” In self-defense and In mere
self-respect, America Wwas forced to
strike back. We could not sit still
when we realized that it was our duty
“to be and to remain the out-spoken
moral opponents of the present Ger-
man policy, and of the German Btate,
gso long as it holds this present pol-
foy, and carries on its present~war.
. e Germany, as at present dis-
posed, is the willful and deliberate
enemy of the human race.” (Joslah
Royce.,)

But if there be any who have not
this larger vision of the issues of the
war—who are not moved to stake all
on the abstract justice of our cause—
then let them ask themselves what
self-respect as a nation demands of
America, and of true Americans, under
the treatment we received from Ger-
many.

When the European war came In
1914, and while we were still neutral,
what insult was not heaped upon our
self-respect? The Austrian Ambas-
sador, Dumba, plotted to organize
strikes in our munitions factories, and
to buy up agitators to incite workmen
to discontent. German spies, now con-
victed and in jail, have admitted that
they worked—under the direction of
high German officlals to commit acts
in violation of our neutrality. Some
of these same officials bave admitted
the expenditure of millions of dollars
in fillegal operations conducted “In
direct deflance of our laws, and in in-
solent dsregard of international daip-
lomatic ecourtesy.” The catalogue of
German crimes in America, and of
German agents amongst us, while we
were still neutral, if published in full,
would be astounding almost to dis-
belief.

The German acts have startled us at
jast to the knowledge that the nation
which permits them witheat rosent-
ment is no mation in that ceseritial
quality of patriotism <4 gelf-respect.
* Without that quality, we are but a
mass of disorganized peoples, having
no influence in world affairs, and ul-
timately at the mercy of that state
which best knows how to carry on
shameless intrigues amongst us. Ger-
many is that state.  We are fighting
in the hope of saving the world from
her Immoral ideals; but we are also
fighting to restore our self-respect,

WHEAT CRISIS FORGES
CHANGES IN RULES

Households, Eating Houses and
Bakers Must Decrease
Use of Wheat.

Urgent military necessities of the
United States and the Allies has
forced a miore drastic restriction In
the wheat conservation program.
Coupled with an sarnest | to all
individuals, households, public eating
places and bakers of bread and pas
tries for their co-operation and sup-
port, Herbert C. Hoover has lssued &
new set of rules designed to further
reduce wheat consumption In this
country until the next harvest.

These rules and Mr. Hoover's per
sonal appeal are given out through
Mr. W. B. Ayer, Federal Food Admin-
|strator for Oregon, In the following
message:

“If we are to furnish the Allies with
the necessary proportion of whu} to
maintain thelr war bread from now
until the next harvest (and this is &
military necessity) we must reduce
our monthly consumption to twenty-
one million bushels & month as against
our mormal consumption of about
forty-two million bushels or fifty per
cent of our normal consumption, re-
serving a margin for distribution to
the army and for special cases, leav-
ing for general consumption approxi-
mately one and one-half pounds of
wheat products weekly per person.
Many of our consumers are dependent
upon baker's bread. Suth bread must
be durable and therefore requires a
larger proportion of wheat products
than cereal breads baked in the home.
“The well-to-do in our population
can make greater sacrifices in the
consumption of wheat products than
can the poor. In addition our popu-
lation in the agricultural districts,
where the substitute cereals are abun-
dant, are more skilled in the prepara-
tion of breads from these other cereals
than the crowded city and industrial
populations. With improved transpor-
tation conditions we now have avall-
able a surplus of potatoes. We also
have in the .spring months a surplus
of milk and we have ample corn and
oats for human consumption. The
drain on rye and barley as substitutes
has already greatly exhausted the sup-
ply of these grains.

“To effect the needed saving of
wheat we are wholly dependent upon
the voluntary assistance of the Amer-
jcan people and we ask that the fol-
lowing rules shall be observed:

First—Householders to use not to
exceed a total of one and one-half
pounds per week of wheat products
per person. This means not more
than one and three-fourths pounds of
victory bread containing the required
percentage of substitutes and about
one-halt pound of cooking flour, mac-
aroni, crackers, pastry, pies, cakes,

' wheat breakfast cereals all combined.

Second—Public edting places and
clubs to observe two wheatless days
per week, Monday and Wednesday, as
at present, and in additien thereto not
to. serve in the aggregate = ftotal of
more breadstufls, macaront, crackers,
pastry,”ples, cakes, and wheat break-
fast cereals containing a total of more
than two ounces of wheat flour toany
one guest at any one meal. NO
WHEAT PRODUCTS TO BB SERV-
ED UNLESS SPECIALLY ORDERED.
Public eating establishments not "to
buy moré than six pounds of wheat
products per mopth per guest, thus
conforming with limitations requested
of the householders.

Third—Retailers to sell not more
than one-eighth of a barrel of flour
to any town copsumer at any one time
and not more than one-quarter of a
barrel to any try customer at
any one time and in no case to sell
wheat produots without the sale of an
equal weight of other cereals.

Fourth—We ask the bakers and
grocers to reduce the volume of viec-
tory bread—sold by delivery of p
three-quarters pound loaf where one
pound was sold before and correspond-
ing proportions in other weights. We
also ask bakers not to Increase the
amount of thgir wheat flour pur-
chases beyond seventy per cent of the
average monthly amount purchased in
the four yonths prior to March first.

Fifth—Manufacturers using wheat
products for non-food purposes should
ceabe such use entirely.

gixth—=There is no limit upon the
use of other cereal flours and meals,
such as corn, barley, buckwheat, po
tato flour, et cetera. Many thousands
of families throughout the land are
pow using no wheat products what-
aever except a very small amount for
cooking purposes, and are doing so
in perfect health and satisfaction.
There is no reason why all of the
American people who are able to cook
{n their own households cannot sub-
sist perfectly well with the use of léss
wheat products thaa the one and one-
half pounds a week allowed. We spe-
clally ask the well-to-do households
in the country to follow this additional
programme so that we may provide
the necessary marginal suppiies for
those parts of the community less able
to adapt themselves to 80 large a pro-
portion of substitutes and in order
that we shall ‘be able to make the
wheat exports that are absolutely de-
pignded of us to imaintain the civil

tion and soldiers of the Allles
our Own Army.
