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Engineer H. C. Cathpton, in charge
of the state highway sarveying crew
that is engaged in making a survey
for the Sherman County Highway in-
formed us on Monday that he had
completed the survey ot the highway
route from Wasco to Grass Valley,
known as Unit No. 1, and that it is now
ready for approval by the Highway
Commission.

The mileage between the city limits
on the route selected between Wasco
and Moro will aproximate 8.6 miles
and as now considered will leave
Wasco on the same route as now used,
using the larger part of the same road
until the top of the hill at DeMoss is
reached where an alternate route is
under consideration with little like-
lihood of being used.

The state highway commission has
positively declared for not more than
a five per cent grade on all main high-
ways, and to use approximately the
same route on DeMoss hill as the
present road, Engineer Compton can-
not secure less than a six per cent
grade, but he is of the opinion that as
all heavy loads are down the hill to
the grain warehouses at that point
this will be taken into consideration
in approving the present road at that
point particularly as the saving in
distance amounting to 1400 feet will
allow a saving of about $2,000 to
apply on surfacing the road bed, the
grading . of the two routes being fig-
ured at about the same cost.

The alternate route down DeMoss
is- to continue east from the top of
the DeMoss hill, swing around the
side and come into the present road at
about the bridge location This bridge
in either case will be taken care of
with a ten foot fill, the fill beginning
in front of the park entrance where
a cut will be made. The alternate
grade will easily be five per cent.

From DeMoss the survey follows the
present road until the Hockman farm
where it continues on the west of the
creek bed, eliminating two railroad
crossings and also two crossings of the
creek at that point. #

Between Moro and Grass Valley the
survey leaves the present Market road
improvement and goes through the
center of the slaughter house, then
along the side hill between the three
farm houses and the railroad until
the trestle in E. H. Moore's field is
reached where the survey goes under
the railroad, eliminating three rail-
road crossings up to that point. From
the trestle the survey continues past
the E. H. Moore house to the top of
Nigger Ridge, hitting and crossing
the present road sbout 300 feet north
of the turn using a saddle to miss the
crest.of the ridge.

Going out of Moro towards Grass
Valley, after pasing the slaughter
house, two relocations of the winding
creek bed must be made and one edn-
crete bridge built. It is figured that
this work can easily be done because
the creek will then have a straight
channel for all time.

From the top of Nigger Ridge the
survey cuts across the present road,
and in ing down the hillside cuts
across the present road in two places,
straightening the highway and giving
an easier grade with less cost for build-
ing. The survey picks up the pres-
ent road again, just about the bottom
of Nigger Ridge and follows the pres-
ent road to just pasc Grass Valley
cemetery where it swings about 400
feet to avoid a ravine and then swings
to the east for a short distance before
taking a straight line through the
fields for Grass Valley where it comes
onto the main street where now traffic
swings east to pass in front of the old
Buckley residence. The survey on
this last stretch goes west of the trees
on the Buckley place and between the
cistern and the house on the Zigler
place, making the mileage between
Moro and Gruss Valley city limits ap-
proximately 9.4 miles

Engineer Compton estimates that
he has about two weeks work before
he can be through with his work on
Unit No. 1. and that undoubtedly the
State Highway Commission will be in
position to advertise for construction
bids and let the contract at the August
meeting. He is now beginning to
figure on the route south of Grass
Valley and will probablyRearry hin
work several miles south of that
place before closing his Sherman
county office.

The survey of the first mile north of
Moro has beer: approved by Division
Engineer Scott of The Dalles and
County Road Master Wall will start
construction on this section immed-
iately with county forces and will
rock it as soon as graded. This will
elim‘nate two bad railroad crossings.
