We 
retrace the paths of the lives of those wi o were dear to us. 
The love and devotion of Mother is brought to mind. The 
trueness and strength of Father appears anew. We honor 
the heroes of war. They are all heroes—those who gave 
iheir lives in the progress of time. We wonder what 
now would have been our existence had there been no 
champions of right. We bow our heads to each life that 
was once on earth. Those lives were lived fof a purpose. 
Sometime, in the transpiration'of lives, therwWiH arrive 
the millennium. We thank our God that we are privileged 
to know those who have lived and died for right; and we 
know that those lives are the ones that are guiding ua 
onward today. •
