The other day & crossroads store
keeper got seut to 4ail for manipo
lating = trick bushel basket with a
talse bottom that would slide up and
down in & way that was graad, gloomy
and mysterious. When using it o

| measure stuff he bought from a farm-

er, he'd wmecretly shove the bottom
down until it held aj least & bushel
and a gquarter, but he would only
credit him with & bushel The buying
power of the farmer’s product was
thereby depreciated by abeut twenty
per cent

Finally the farmers thereabouts got
wise to the fact that the omly Way
they could get what was coming to

| them was®to enforce a reliable stand

ard of measurement. So they put a
good stif jall pemalty om using a
fake measure, lald for that store
keéper with the trick basket and sent
him to prison.

Politicians ' In Hurope have been
manipulating the other measure—the
money méasure—in much the same
way. Some of them in America waxnt
to tamper lkewise with the dollar.
Here is about the way it would work
out. Suppose, when the ([armer
brought his product to market, the
basket measure was honest enough
and he got = dollar bill for each
bushel. He'd take his dollars home
and save them. Perhaps he planned
to buy some land next his own for &
thousand dollars, and figured that ip
s year or so he could make it 0

But meatiwhile the politiclans start
to - manipilate the base of the cur
rency. They would change it from the
gold standard to & f1at montgy plan
~—from a gold guarantes Lo the mere
say-so of the government that a plece
of paper was worth & dollar, The
tarmer wouldn't be watching the
money-politiclans. He would be too
busy ralsing things. At the end of
the year he has his thousand dollars.
He takes them to the landowner and
says, “I'll buy your land now—here's
a thousand dollars.”
