Doctor Fox left Philadelphia recent­
ly for the West, where he will attend 
two medical conferences in the middle 
of July and give his services without 
remuneration to hundreds of suffering 
Indians.

In the summer of 1924 Doctor Fox 
performed remarkable operations upon 
the eyes of the Blackfeet Indians at 
Browning, Mont. Out of 400 cases 
practically all have been cured. Their 
gratitude for bis services to them was 
so great that Doctor Fox was made 
a chief of the tribe at an elaborate 
ceremony and presented with rare 
gifts of Indian art and craftsmanship.

This year he will go among the 
Crow Indians at Billings, Mont. A 
large percentage of the Crow tribe are 
suffering from trachoma, which ap­
pears to be spreading rapidly among 
them.

.. Ran Antonio, Texas.—Discovery of 
the purpose of the spleen, a puxxle to 
most scientists and physiologists, has 
been made by Dr. Charles A. K. Camp 
bell, scientist and fever specialist of 
Ran Antonio.

The spleen. Doctor Campbell told 
the county medical society, is to neu­
tralise the toxins thrown off by the 
malarial parasite, thereby perpetuat­
ing the disease by preventing the host 
(the body Into which the parasite en 
terw)K man and ths parasite from 
being overwhelmed by the toxins.

His discovery, the doctor said, 
places malaria tn a new and different 
light and Mm>ws it to be a plan of 
nature’s for the human being to carry 
and diffuse the disease.

• Doctor Campbell’s finding was acci­
dentally brought about Id his study of 
bats, for which he has received rec­
ognition in many parts of the world. 
In dissecting bats la 1908, he found 
that the bat’s spleen relatively was 
125 times as heavy as the spleen of 
man. This was the clue that led to

course of hie studlee of the nature of 
firefly light that heavy “shots” of 
adrenalin, administered with a syringe 
between the firefly's body segments, 
changed the Intermittent flashing char­
acteristic of these insects to a sus 
tain®d luminosity.
