Legal Ban ‘

One-armed driving, five-passenger
flivwer ocoupes and multi-colored
windshield stickers, were among the
numerous things put under a sudden
ban by the mew rulings of the state
trafic department, according to an
announcement made by state traffic
officer Jay Saltzman Monday morn-
ing.

No more than three people over 12
years of age will be allowed in the
front seat or compartment of any
vehicle hereafter, nor may the third
person be seated on the lap or knees
of either of the other two, is the new
ruling effective under the emergency
clause.

Drivers of motor vehicles may not
operate the machine while gently
squeezing the' waist of their wives or
sweethearts — or other men's wives
sr sweethearts, as the case may be.
Nor may they hold on their laps a
baby, large or small, or any package
or merchandise which might interfere
with driving.

The tourist whose sole passion is to
go out collecting windshield stickers
during the summer may as well stay
home, for hereafter no stickers will
be allowed on any of the glass, front,
side or rear, of any motor vehicle in
the state. Offigial state permits for
cars in t;ansit te., are excepted, of
course.

Ameng the speakers was the
California traffic ‘chief, who holds
sway over a force of 300 officers.

SNOW DEPTH SETS RECORD

Central Oregon Mountains Have
the Deepest Snow Fall of
Recent Years

, Not only is the depth of snow now
mantling the central Oregon Cascades
deeper than in any season in recent
years, but the moisture content is
unusually great, according to reports.
The depth of the snow and the ab-
normal moisture content asures an
abundance of water for several sea-
sons, it is believed.

Back from Crescent lake in the
summit country of the central Oregon
Cascades, the snow is 12 feet deep,
it was learned from William Seals,
who was in Bend last week from his
traps in the t -lake country.
The snow is Te to be four and
one-half feet deep at Crescent lake
and three feet deep in the town of
Crescent Lake.

The entire range of the Cascades
through central Oregon, from Crater
lake on the south to Mount Jefferson
on the north, earries its heaviest load
of snow in 10 or more years, it is the
estimate of old timers who recall hard
winters for a quarter of a century or
more. For the first time in recent
years, six feet of snow cover the ex-
posed lava fields in the McKenzie pass
country. The snow east of the pass is
reported to be 10 feet deep.

Despite the fact that heavy smow
fell in the central Oregon mountains
in the past winter, the snow fall in
the plateau country, from Bend
north to Madras, has been compara-
tively light, but the rainfall in this
section has been abnormally heavy.
While snow. was falling in the higher
country, rain was falling in the lower
territory.

The heavy snow in the summit ter-
ritory, very likely, result in mountain
roads being closed until late in the
geason. It is probable that the Cen-
tury drive will not be gopen for
trafic over its entire distance
until June. Small canyons in the
mountains are reported by trappers
to be completely filled with drifted
Snow.

Of special interest to motorists is
the snow conditions in the Three Sis-
ters district, where, it is feared, the
McKenzie pass road will remain
blocked to traffic until the first of
July unless a snow plow is taken over
the summit route. It is recalled that
the old road over the laya fields in
1917, just 10 years ago, was blocked
until after July 4.

The frozen, rain packed snow in
the mountains will resist the sun and
warm breezes much longer than light
snow, according to those who are in
touch with snow conditions in the
mountains.

RAILWAY CROSSING ACCIDENTS

Number of Persons Killed and Injur-
od During 1926 Show Increase

Over Previous Year

Concerned over the increase that
took place in 1926 compared with
1925 in the number of highway grade
crossing accidents and believing that
more care should be exercised by all
those crossing railroad tracks, the
American Railway Association has an-
nounced plans for a nation-wide essay
contest among school and college stu-
denss with three cash prizes of $250
each, to be awarded the authors
of essays containing an outstand-
ing, readily available suggestion for
preventing such accidents.

In 1926; there were 5,821 highway
grade crossing accidents in which
2,492 persons were killed and 6,991
injured.. In 19265, thére were 5,479
accidents in which 2,206 persons were
killed and 6,566 injured. Owing to
the increase that is ¢onstantly taking
place in the number of automobiles in
use, the hazard from such accidents
is annually becoming greater. Only
through the co-operation of the pub-
lic and the railroads can a reduction
in such accidents be brought about
in view of the fact the complete elim-

47 STATES WILL BUILD ROADS

Will Construct Several Large Bridges
and Malntain 239,847 Miles
of Highway

The construction of 26,841 miles of
road and the maintenance of 239,847
miles are included in the 1927 state
highway psograms of 47 states ac-
cording to reports received by the
bureau of public roads, United States
department of agricultural.. The pro-
grams also include the construction of
a number of large bridges and the re-

donstruction of froads previously im-

proved. On account of uncertainty
of supporting legislation no estimate
of the season’s work is possible as yet
in Connecticut.

In carrying out the above programs
it js expected there will be expended

highway departments in the 47 states
a total of $648,488,000.

In addition to the statd expendi-
tures approXximate estimates indicate
that counties and other lessér sub-
divisions. of government will expend
during the year $475,000,000.

Of the expenditures by the state
highway departments of the 47 states
approximately $421,000,000 -is the
estimated amount for road construc-
tion and, according to present plans,
more than $56,000,000 additional will
be spent for new bridges. For recon-
struetion of existing roads it is es-
timated that the expenditutre will be
nearly $27,000,000, and for main-
tenance approximately $126,000,000.

HUGE CAVERN FOUND

Holes Drilled For Highway Drain
Basin Lead teo

Belief that a subterranean cavern,
probably a big laya cave, has been
tapped on The Dalles-California high-
way just south of Redmond is held by
W. 8. Hodge, highway maintenance
engineer.

Mention of the possible eavern was
made by Hodge when touching on the
success of holes drilled near the high-
way bed to drain off water that had
accumulated from irrigation districts.
This hole was drilled 22 feet through
solid rock when the cavity was struck.
From this hole there at times isspes a
wind. At other times, there is a suc-
tion of air, the air movement varying
with the temperature above ground.

North of Redmond, a hole over 134
feet deep was drilled near the high-
way bed for deainage. The first unit
of this hole, 59 feet was through solid
rock. Next, the drill bored through

The drainage holes have proved
successful, reported C, W. Wanzer,
division state highway engineer. Sim-
ilar holes were drilled along subirri-
gated sections of the highway several
years ago.

U. of O. EXPELLS 83 STUDENTS
